Konstantin Stanislavsky, a Russian director and actor, created the first real theory of acting in the early
20th century. He believed that actors in theater should “incarnate” their roles, basically “living the parts”
they play. However, Stanislavsky’s approach does not consist of any real rules, but more so a group of
three preparatory techniques that any actor can use. First, actors must learn to relax and avoid distraction
while playing a part. Second, actors should draw on past emotions in their own lives when taking on the
role of a character. Third, actors should develop what Stanislavsky referred to as “naivete,” a belief in the
imagined truth of the stage.

The tests name refers to Dover
Air Force Base, in Dover, Delaware. The base is where the Department of Defense’s Mortuary Affairs Office is
located. This is where dead soldiers’ bodies first arrive when coming home to the United States after battle. The
term “Dover test” refers to the way the American public reacts to the number of casualties that occur during a war.

Let me give you some examples of the Dover test in action, so to speak. Of course, perhaps the clearest evidence
of the U.S. government “failing” the Dover test was during the Vietnam War. American public opinion turned
against the war once the number of casualties were seen very visibly at high levels. Another time when the U.S.
government and military could have been said to “fail” the Dover test was during the botched Operation Restore
Hope in Mogadishu, Somalia, in 1993. At that time, a group of Somali clans attacked U.S. soldiers, mutilating their
bodies and dragging them through the streets. After this incident, the American public turned against the mission
and U.S. forces were quickly withdrawn from Somalia.

He elaborated this theory in his most famous book The
Medium is the Message. In this book, MclLuhan argued that it was the medium of communication itself that
determined human behavior, and not the other way around, as many had assumed. MclLuhan wrote most
prominently about what he called “the age of print” and the “the age of electronics” in his book. He said that
these two media exerted a powerful influence on everything people did.

Let me give you some examples of what McLuhan meant when he said “the media is the message.” So, to start,
McLuhan said that print media had influenced everything that human beings had done from the 1500s, when
mass printing was first started, up to the mid-1900s, when electronic media had started to exert a greater effect
on human behavior. So, uh, McLuhan attributed the whole concept of individualism, demaocracy and the nation-
state in the West to the invention of the printing press. He said that the availability of mass print had enabled
people to develop these characteristics.

Likewise, McLuhan also outlined his belief that people in the West had entered a new era, starting around the
1940s, called “the age of electronics.” McLuhan posited that as electronic media, such as the Internet, begin to
influence people’s lives, the idea of individualism and nationalism would disappear, ushering in a period of
greater global harmony.

In fact, because the show
is about a group of people who have survived a plane crash on an island, much of the show is devoted to
scenes “flashing back” to their pasts. With the flashback technique, scenes of characters’ past life is cut into
what is happening in their present life. For example, one of the characters in the show is from Iraq. So, we see
scenes of him in his past life as a soldier in the Iragi National Guard during the first Persian Gulf War.

The professor talks about two film techniques used in the American TV show “Lost.” The first
technigue is called an “establishing shot.” This technique is used at the beginning of a show to
establish the location where the show is supposedly occurring. Interestingly, the rest of a show
is often filmed at a different location from where the establishing shot is done. For example, the
establishing shot of “Lost” is an island while much of the show is shot in other locations. The
second technique the professor discusses is that of the “flashback.” With the flashback, the
viewer sees scenes of a character’s past cut into the present action.

They then
experience cognitive dissonance and try to relieve that uncomfortable feeling by defense mechanisms such as
rejection, avoiding new information, or persuading oneself that no conflict exists.

P: One of the most popular categories of musical instruments for the past several centuries has been that of the
keyboard. Of course, musicians play keyboard instruments by pressing their fingers on a series of keys. The keys
are attached to an object that hits strings. These strings in turn correspond to notes in the musical scale. Perhaps
the most popular type of keyboard in western music since the 18th century has been the piano. However, the
piano is actually the last in a line of keyboard instruments that were developed in Western Europe from the 15th to
the 18th centuries. The first of these was actually called the clavichord and it differed considerably from the type
of keyboard most of us are familiar with today.

One way that the clavichord differed from the piano was its shape. It was long, narrow and oval-shaped, unlike
the wider, more square-shaped pianos of today. Another way that the clavichord differed from the piano is that
the devices that struck the strings were made out of metal, not wood covered with soft felt, as they are on the
piano. This made the sound produced by the clavichord particularly crisp and clear. In fact, the sound of a
clavichord was closer to that of a harp than a modern piano. Yet another difference between the clavichord and
the piano was the size of the keyboard. The clavichord had a very small keyboard, only about four feet in length
and encompassing three musical octaves. A typical piano is much larger, up to nine feet and having five or six
octaves on the musical scale.

People often understand the feeling of motivation, but defining
motivation is difficult. A basic definition is that anything that makes one want to act is

motivation. In the lecture, the professor gives an example of Abraham Masiow’s hierarchy of

human needs. This hierarchy is shaped like a pyramid with the most basic needs on the bottom
and the most complex needs on top. In Maslow’s hierarchy, the need to eat, breathe and sleep
are the most basic human motivations.
