** The Romantic Movement was a literary
and artistic movement that was dominant
during the second half of the 18" century
and the early 19" century. Its primary
characteristics were a strong focus on
emotion and the beauty of nature. In many
ways it was a reaction against the scientific
rationalism of the Age of Enlightenment,
which had sought to view nature and
human experience in purely scientific
terms. Major works of Romantic literature
include Moby Dick by

was William Wordsworth.

It was
the product of over twenty-five years of
careful research and experimentation.

** Lakes are inland
bodies of water.
They form in areas
where a drop in
elevation creates a
depression in which
water can naturally collect, or where an
obstruction along a river or stream slows or
stops the flow of water.
