These days, successful people are not only good at their 

basic job responsibilities, but are also skilled at building up good social skills. Because of this, schools 

emphasize group projects to cultivate the students' social skills as well as professional knowledge. For 

example, students are often asked to prepare group presentations doing joint research for a common topic. 

In these activities, all participants usually receive the same grade, since they work in a group. However, 

100% equality never exists in the real world. In many cases, equality makes everyone unhappy. For this 

reason, I strongly argue that teachers should grade students individually. This grading system is fairer and 

gives ambitious students motivation. 

Firstly, individual grading is impartial. Although students are assigned to a group, each student takes a 

different amount of responsibility.

Therefore, in schools, it is common sense that 

more contribution to group work must result in a better grade.

I was upset and frustrated by the 

results and hated the art teacher and Judy. To prevent this from happening, teachers should give the same 

grade to all the members participating in the group work. 

If students get different grades on a group project, the real meaning of participating in group work will be 

compromised. The main reason why students take part in a group project is for students to have an 

opportunity to cooperate with each other. Cooperation is really important to learn if students are to grow into 

mature adult members of society. When students cooperate, they will learn how to solve problems and how 

to share ideas, which is a vital skill to live harmoniously and successfully in society. On the other hand, if 

students receive individual grades, they will be busy working to stand out in a group without considering 

cooperation with other members.

The traffic jam causes problems including energy 

waste and air pollution. To reduce such problems, some even say that the government should collect fees 

from those who drive cars during rush hour. However, I disagree with the idea because it is unfair and 

ineffective. 

First, collecting fees during rush hour is unfair to everyone. Due to the economic crisis, the distrust against 

government has grown greater and if the government collects money for just driving cars, people will have 

increased antipathy toward the government.
