The earth’s crust is its outermost layer. The crust is made up of sections of rocks called plates.
When subjected to heat and pressure, the plates move against each other and the crust is
deformed. This pressure and the resultant upward movement of sections of the earth’s crust can
tilt, bend or wrinkle them, creating wavelike formations of ridges and valleys.

Animal Deception

Survival is a natural progression for various species. Animals, in particular, adapt and show
certain traits and characteristics in order to protect themselves from other predatory
creatures moving in the same habitat. As a defense mechanism, deception is a fundamental
adaptive ability for certain species used to elude other animals they deem to be threats to
their lives. Some animals may pretend to belong to another species, resembling its physical
appearance, while others may pretend to be injured to deceive predators.

norms vary from one culture to the other. What is considered appropriate in one culture may
not be acceptable in another society.

People generally perceive others using their own predispositions and biases. These are called
social biases, or, in a psychological term, cognitive biases, and they affect our daily social
interactions. One of them is the halo effect, where one’s good assessment of one quality of a
person serves to influence and affect the judgment of other qualities. A person who has
“quality X" is also seen as having “quality Y,” even if the two qualities are not related.
Attractive people or those who have admirable skills are often judged as having more
competence than someone of average appearance or abilities.
