Information on the Listening Section

The Listening section of the TOEFL® iBT measures test takers’ ahility to understand spoken English in
English-speaking colleges and universities. This section has 2~3 conversations that are 12~23 exchanges
(about 3 minutes) long and 4~6 lectures that are 500~800 words (3--3 minutes) long. Each conversation
is followed by 3 questions and each lecture hy 6 questions. Therefore, test tukers have to answer 34 10 51
questions in total. The time allotted to the Listening section is 60 to 90 minutes, including the time spent
listening to the conversations and lectures and answering the questions.

The
thing is though, that swff isn't what made hirn most
tamous, Bembrandt pretty much revolutionized
the art of etching. We talked a little bit about that
technique before, remember? So, who can tel, me
what etching is?

W: Doesn't it involve burning an image onto a metal
plata?

M1: That's right., Good jolz. The artist usually has a
copper plate that he or she coats or covers with an
acid-resistant substance. Um, this stuff is usually
made of beeswax and resin, and this substance
is called, um, bitumen. Altogether, it's called the
etching greund. So what the artist does is cover
the copper plate with the ground compound, all
lhat slufi thal | just mentioned, and he carves a
design through it with a sharp tool. You have to
carve pretty deep, aciually, because you want to
get through the ground to uncover the copper




underneath., Then the arfist exposes the plate
1o acid, and the parts that are uncovered by the
ground get eaten away, and the metal Is recessed
into those areas, creating channels. So who Xnows
what's done with the metal plates afterwards?

M2: They're used to make prims, right?

M1 Absolutely. Great job. Yes, afler the ground
compotnd is removed, ink is poured into the parts
that have been eaten away. These channels hold
ink really well actually. And then the plate is pressed
onto moist paper, and you gef a print. Rembrand:
was a genius when It came o etchings. | think that
afler a while, etchings were all he did. Um, let's see,
does anyone recognize this etching?

M2: | know that ore. It's in 2 museur in Washington,
2.C. Um, | think it's cailed "Woman and Arrow.”
M1: Pretty close. It's called “The Woman with the
Arrow.” Rembrandt created this etching in, hmm,

1661, | think. Yes, it was 661,
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Etchings are created by covering a copper piate with
a ground compound. Then, the artist cuts an image
into the compound until the copper plate is exposed
underneath. Next, the artist pours acid over the
compound. The parts of the copper plate that are

covered with the compound remain untouched. The
other parts get eaten away by the acid. This creates
channels, The artist removes the compaund and pours
ink into the channels. Finally, the plate is pressed onto
moist paper. This creates a print.

After food is swa[]oWed, the digestive process keeps
going In the esophagus. The csaphagus is basically a
long tube. It pretty much gees straight up and down
from your mou:h to your stomach. At the top of the
esophagus is the, um, the upper sphincter which is a
ring-like muscle, This stays closed most of the @ime,
for good reason. See, after vou swallow, ihe upper
sphincter cpens up to let the food in. Then, it closes
right away so that the food doesn't come back out.

Um, so once food is let into the esophagus, a process
starts that's called, um, peristalsis, the wave-like
movemenis of the muscles. During peristalsis, the
muscles in the esophagus push the food down the
tube. Pictiire a loothpaste tube. To get toothpaste out
of the fube, you have to squeeze from one end lo the
other. That's wha! peristaisis is like, except that there's
a wave-like motion from the top of the tube to the
bottem. The foed is pushed i frant of the wave 1ill it
reaches the bottom of the esophagus. At the bottom of
the, um, lhe esophagus, is the ower sphincter. When
food gets to that point, the lower sphincter opens up to
‘et food pass into the siomach. Then it closes up really
fast so that the acids from the stomach can’t get into
the esophagus.

And speaking of acid getting into the esophagus, those
acids are whatl causes the Jeeling called heariburn.
Hearthlrm doesn's actually have anything o do with
the heart. Actually, um, heartburn takes place in the
ezophzagus, Ii's what happens when the lower sphincter
gets weak, Gastric acids from the stomach enter the
esophagus. They cause a burning feeling. See, these
acids don't cause problems in the stomach because the
sromach has, um, well it has a lining, kind of like armor,
that keeps it from getting hurt. The esophagus doesn't
have that kind of lining or armor, so gastric acids can
really harm .
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After food leaves the mouth, digestion goes cn in the
esophagus. The esophaqus is a leng tube that cornects
the mouth and the stomach. Food enters the esophagus
throligh the upper sphincter. Then, the food is pushed
through the esophagus by a procass called peristalsis,
Peristals’s happens when the muscles squeeze food
down the tube. Food leaves the esophagus through the
lower sphincler. [f the lower sphincter is weak, you can
get heartburn.

So, quakes that don't oceour along plale boundaries
are called, um, intraplate earthquakes. | don't think
that scientis:s have figured out the causes for those
yet, but I think thal they do agree that, um, there's
a lot of, um, ground stress where these guakes
happen.
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One theery about why earthquakes happen is called the
plate tectonic theory. The earth's surface is made up of
plates that move against each other. The most severe




quakes happen when one plate gets pushed underneath
anather one. Less severe quakes happen when plates
rub against each other. Scientists don’t really know
what causes them. There are three major earthquake
zones on the earth. But sometimes earthgquakes happen
away from the selsmic zones due to ground siress.

A thing to note about the women's suffrage movement
in this country is that women were fighting, um, | guess
you could say it was a tough battle. Ch, by the way,
suffrage means the right to vote. There had been a long
history of women not having the right ‘o vote. Bven in
the earliest democracies, in ancient Greece and Home,
wamen couldn’t vote, And experts say ‘hat these times
gave us the best thoughts and iceas of all time,
Anyway, let's just say that women had a lot of history
to break down before they could vote. Right. Um, so
women in Greal Britain and the United Stales fought for
the right to vote during the 1800s and 1900s. Women
in Great Britain struggled In the same way American
women cid for this right. However, we're just going to
look at American women and what they did. So the
women's sufirage movement started in the U.S. around
the same time as the anti-slavery meovement. Um, that
would have been during the, um, the mid-1800s. Right.
So this is what happened. A group of really active
women started pushing for anti-slavery laws. And while
they were doing this, they found that women’s issues in
America also needed ‘o be |looked at,

So these women realized that something wasnr’t right
about how women were treated. So this is wha! they
did. They held a couple of, um, meetings in different
paris of the country to draw women in ‘hose regions
into the cause. Now, the problem was that there was no
way of giving women the right to vote nationally. Now,
states could give this right to women. But, that would
only affect women in that siate. Because of this, ihese
women believed that it was vital to get an amendment,
or change, to the Constitution tc give women the
right to vote. This would, um, give women the right to
vote pretty much nationwide. So what they did was
star! a group called the Natiornal Woman’s Suffrage
Assccialion. The purpose of the, um, the NWSA was 1o
get an amendment to the Constitution.
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There is a long histery of a lack of voting rights for
women. In the mid-1800s, American women started
fighting for their right to vote. This started during the
anti-slavery movement. While women were fighting for
rights for others, they realized that they did not have
many rights themselves. American women started
meeting about what to do. They realized that the only
way that alt American women wolld get the right 1o vote
would be o push for an amendmen: to the Constitution.
So, they created the National Woman's Suffrage
Asscciation for that purpose.

“he esophagus is an important part of the digestive
system. It is a long tube that connects the mouth and
stomach. After it leaves the mouth, food enters the
esophagus through the upper sphincter. From there, a
process caled peristalsis pushes food down the tube,
This process happens when muscies in the esophagus
squeeze food down, When the food reaches the bottom
of the esophagus, it goes to the stomach from the
esophagus through the lower sphincter. A disease of
the esophagus is called heartburn. Heartburn happens
because ihe lower sphincter is weak. This lets acids
frem the stomach enter the esophagus and cause
a burning feeling. The esophagus can’'i handle that
because it does not have the spedcial lining, or armor,
that the stomach has.

S0 today, we're going to talx about how filmmaking
was done before the 1930s. So befare the 1830s,
most filmmzking was done using what they called
crank cameras. See, there were two types of cameras
back then.

Anyway, how these crank cameras worked was the
cameraman would cither hold the camera or have the
camera on a tripod. Women didn’t make films during
this era, sc we can correctly call the person holding the
camera a cameraman. T he cameraman wolld aim the
camera lens at the scena he was {rying 1o record. Then,
he would crank the handle on thé camera to advance
the film. Neow, this process could be pretty difficult.
The cameraman had to crank the handle at a uniform
pace so that the movie didn't seem rushed or delayed,
which took lots of praciice. But, ance the cameraman
had mastered this skil, he could aiter the pace to
make special effacts. For example, the experienced
cameraman could decrease the number of cranks for a
scene, This would make the actions on fil+ look rushed
and Kind of disconnected.

Also, for a good part of this time, films were shot on
a single reel. This meant most fims were pretty short
~ fifteen to twenty ‘minutes, usually. Then, right before
the First Wor.d War — which started in 1814, remember
- filmmakers pioreered the double-reel process, This
allowed for much longer films. This is also where the
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icon of the double-reel camera that we sae everywhere
comes trom.
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Filmmaking before the 1930s was very different from
filmmaking today. During that time, there were two types
of cameras — motorized cameras and crank cameras.
Filmmakers generally used crank cameras because they
were easier to carry, The cameraman would turn the
handle on a crank camera lo advance the fim. This was
difficult and took a lot of practice. When the cameraman
had mastered this skifl he could alter the pace to make
special effects.

Ckay, inside the Mississippi River Valley, there
is a large area that is part melting pot and part garden
salad. 'n Louisiana, or more specifically, New Orleans,
there have been a few major cultural influences that
are different from the rest of the United States. Unlike
the rest of the United States, which was colonized by
England ard Spain, Mew Orieans was predominant'y a
French settlement. |t also was a unique slave culture.
While the rest of the U.S. was a medting pot, mixing zall
its parts {o create something new, New Orleans became
a garden salad. Right now you are asxing yourself, “What
does she mean by garden salad?” A garcen salad has
many parts that are combinad to make a new flavor,
Each piece relains its original identily, but combined
they make something new, and hopefully Hetter. This
contrasts to lhe melting pot because in a melting pot,
al pieces lose their identity to form something new.

So in New Crleans, we have a French beginning, with

French culture, foed, languzge and lifestyle. Added in
over the centuries is a bit of a Spanish influence, when
Spain controlled the territary for about 59 vears after
the French and Indian War. After that is the American/
English influence after Presidant Jefferson bought the
lerritory from France. And lastly is an influx of Latino
culture from Mexico and the Caribbean.

The result now is that New Orleans has a distinct culture
apart from the United States. Because of their French
ancestry, they have different fargon, such as they say
“I'm making groceries,” instead of our * am grocery
shepaing.” Again, this is because lhe French influence.
In French, *he direct translation is “to make grocerics,”
not “to buy or go shepping.”
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wost of the United Siates is considered a melting
pot because the different immigrants mix together.
Inside the Mississippi River Valley, New Orleans is
cifferent from the rest of the USA.

My example will be, hmm, a cell phone. Cell phones
have changed and are currently changing the way
we communicate with each other. Only 50 years ago,
phone conversations were considered private affairs,
For example, If | was at vour house, and vour phone
rang, | would leave the room so that you could have
a private conversation. With cell phones, people have
conversations eve!‘ywhere, at restaurants, on dates,
dmm, even on public iransportation you can sec people
chatting away.

Now people are talking zbout what was considered
private in public.

We are changing how we talk as well,
We all get phone bilis, so talking on the phone means
you are using money. So, the faster you talk, the less
money yol use. This means we often start and end our
phone conversations quickly. Before, we would take our
tima on the phone, ask someone haw they are doing,
chit chat for a bit, and then get to the point. We would
slowly end ihe conversation, often sayirng bye two or
three times. Now, we just say the point then maybe a
goacbye, and the conversation is over. That wouid have
been so rude only 20 years ago.
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English Is an evolving language. One way a language
can evolve is through technology. Cell phones have
changed how we speak. Cell phones allow us to speax
in public places. This has changed wha: we consider
privata. Many things we discuss in public were once
considered private and should not be spoken in
public. Also, people talk qguickly on cell phones o save
money. This has shortened conversations. We often
do not greet people the same as we did, and we end
conversations withou? saving “bye.”

example, since the lord still owned the tand and merely
lent the land to the vassal, the lord still had o maintain
the land and defend it. The vassal, many times, would
be required to grind his wheat and bake his bread in
the ovens and mils owned by the lord, who then could
collest taxes.
Lmm, oh ves, the vassals also acted as counseiors to
the lorc. During thmes of crisis, the lords would often
hold meetings, calling tegether all the vassals to help
them decide major decisions, such as io go to war or
not.

All of these faciors constantly mix the
surface layer and make it less dense than the deep
waters. The layer that divides the deep waters and
the surface layer is called the pycnocline.

iLongitudinal axis 2Plane wrns up or down

Hello class. Today we are going 1o talk about the
‘centrols of an airplane. Umm, but as you know, | like to
talx a bit about the history of things. People generally
crecit the Wright brothers for having accomplished the
first manned {lightl of an airplane. Their work is very
astonishing when you consider they hac to do all their
own research and there was .ittle precedence for hem
to lock to. Even something as simple as controlling the
airplane had 0 be imagined, tested, developed, and
nperfected,

Over the past 100 years, the technology of airplanes
kas changed, but the controls are still similar. Today,
airplanes have three basic turns: turring up and down,
turning left and right, and spinning. Airplanes <urn by
manipulating fins that are designed in their wings. When
a pilot meves the fins in the air stream, they react with
the air pressure to turn the aircraft.

You see, an dirplane has three axes, A turmn in ihe laterza
axis can make the plane move up or down. A turn in the
lengitudina: axis can make the plane spin or roll. The
third axis is the vertical axis. This turns the plane left or
right.

Each axis has its own set of fins cn the aircraft. To make
a “urn on the lateral or vertical axis, a pilot needs only
to turn the fins in the direction of the desired turn. For
example, if the pilot wants to turn left, he would turn the
vertica: axis left. The air stream that flows around the
aircraft would change, and the aircraft weuld turn right,
In order to turn on the longitudinal axis, the pilot mus:
du sumething a ttle different, For lhis axis, & turn is
achieved by manipulating the fins in the same cirection.
To achieve a spin, the fins go in opposite directions.
For example, to spin clockwise, the right fin would turn
down, so the right side of the aircraft drops, The left
fin would turn right, so that the left side of the aircraft

would rise. With ene side rising and one sice dropping,
the aircraft then would perform a spin or roll.
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Airplanes have three axes. Each axis has its own set
of fins built into the aircraft's wings. The fins turn and
react with the alr stream to enable the alrpiane to turn.
Three basic turns are capable. The airplane can turn up
or down on the lateral axis, left or right on the vertical
axis, or it can spin on the longitudinal axis, For the
first two types of turns, the fins turn in the direction of
*he desired turn. For a spin, the fins turn in opposiie
directions.

rM1: We have studied he causes of volcanoes. Now
. want o discuss the effects volcanoes have on
e Earth. We can classify the effects into three
different categeries. Can anyone ake a guess what

they are?

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of lava flows. All of them can completely destroy
the immediate environment, but later they are
very beneficial to plant life.

Of course, not all the gases released are harmful,
like waier vapor, but others wreak havoc on our
atmosphere, When sulfur dioxide reaches the
atmosphere and reacts to change into sulfuric acid,
it increases the Earth's albedo. Whal is the albedo?

W1: The aibedo reflects the sun’s heat. That reaction

_increases the Earth's albedo.

W1: Doesn’t that mean volcanoes can actually reverse
the eifects of global warming and cool ihe Earlh
down?

M1: Very good! The eruptions of the past half century
have actually increased the albedo enough lo
cool the surface of the Earth by half of a degree
Fahrenheit. But, many of the gases emitted also
desiroy the ozone or can create acid rain. What
other effects are there?

anly has one czll. This call communicates any and all
forms of predators. Some studies have hinted that their
call can change depending on lhe terrain. in flai areas,
the gall is slow. In rugged terrain, the calls tend to be
faster.

wmm, okay the Olympic Marmot's calls are much more
advanced. Their calls are caiegorized into ascending,
descending, {lat, and trills. The differant calls are used
‘0 designate the iype of predator, for exampie a bird of
prey versus a bear. The {:ills are believed to be used for
very dangerous situations,

Clympic Marmots® natural enemies are mainly the
coyote and puma, but to a lesser eéxtent birds of prey
and bobcats. Bobak Marmots' natural enemies are
similar animals, large cats and packs ol hunting canines.
This may sound strange, but Bobakx Marmots have been
a source of emergency food for many Russian people,
In times of exireme hardship and famine, the Bobak
mMarmot has been used as food and clothing. Due to
this, you can guess the Olympic Marmot is less shy
around peopie.
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Two different species of the Marmot genus are the
Olympic Marmot and the Bobak Marmot. The Olympic
iMarmot lives near the Olympic Mountains in the
Olymplc Peninsula of Washington stale. The Bobak
Marmot lives In open grasslands in Central Asia and
Russia. Both animals have calls to warn other marmots
of a predator, but the Clympic Marmots' calls are more
advanced and recognize different kinds of pradalors.

By 1883, a coach named Walter Camp
made some major changes to the game, such as
reducing the number of players from 15 0 11,
adding the line of scrimmage, and adding a rule it
the hall is not movec five yards after three downs,
the other team would gain confrol of the ball.
This rule was created to thwart Yale's strategy of
controlling the ball without attempting to score.

W, Didn't Harvard and Yale hate each other?

M1: Footbal, was very dangerous. Harvard invented the
flying wedge, which almost kiled 7 Yale players in
one game. 18 players were killed in 1905, This led
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to more changes, such as the forward pass and
adding a fourth down. After this, the game was
pretty similar to our fooiball today.
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American Football is derived fraom European soccer.
In the 1820s, American universities made the sport
popu.ar, but they played a game simi.ar to soccer.
Harvard played a game more like rugby. They then
played a Canadian foctball team and adopted the
Canadian siyle of football. Harvard passec on this style
io the rest of the American universities. Walter Camp
changed the game even iurther by adding downs and
the line of scrimmage and reducing the number of
playvers. The large number of deaths resulted in more
changes, like the forward pass and a fourth down.

Today, | want to tell you about Avram Noam Chomsky.
He was born in Philadelphia in 1928. He most
notably created the theory of generative grammar.
This is considered to be one of the most significant
contributions to the field of theoretical linguistics. But
Chomsky is far better known for his political activism
than his work in linguistics. He has strongly criticized
the foreign policies of the United States and other
governments. He describes himself as a libertarian
socialist and a sympathizer of anarcho-syndicalism.

Gl Nino:  2South America

Okay, class, today I'm going to provide you with
overviews of the El Nino and La Nina weather
phenomenon, These patterns are not easy to
understand, sc pay close attention.

The El Nino Southern Oscillation {ENSQ) is a global
coupled ocean-atmosphere phenomenon. Pacific
Ocean signatures such as E! Nino and La Nina are
major temperature fluctuations in surface waters of the
Tropica; Eastern Ocean. E! Nine signifies a rise of 0.5°
Celsius or mare and La Nina a drop of the same that is
sustained for a period longer than five months.

Many of the couniries most affected by ENSO events
are developing natons on the continents of Scuth
America and Africa. Their economies are {argely
cependent on agricultural and fishing sectors as a
major source of food supply, employment, and foreign
exchange. New capabilities for predicting these events
¢an have a great socio-economic impact.

These episodes usvally occur irregularly every 2-7
years. They usually last one or twa years. The effects of
El Nino are very wide ranging. Many places experience
wealther that is the reverse from :heir normal climate.
Some areas even experience terrible flooding due to
axcess rainfall or forest fires hecause of heavy drought.
Aside from the drasiic weather changes around the
southern hemisphere, the fishing and manure industries
in South America are heavily affected.

In the normal Pacific pattern, equatorial winds gather.
Then warm water peois towards the west, Coid water
upswel's along the South American coast. Since fish
faliow the cool nutrient-rich walter, this brings them
up the coast where they suppart the local fishing
induslry, When =l Nino ‘akes effect, ‘he warm water
flows toward the South American coast, The absence
of cold upswelling increases warming and sends the
fish population out to sea instead of along the coast.
These concitions are severely damaging to local fishing
industries,

The causes of El Nino and _a Nina temperature
changes are still undiscevered. But many scientists are
dedicating their caraers to better understanding this
glohal weather phenomenor.
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E! Nino and La Nina sigrify a temperature change of 0.5
Celsius higher or lower than normal for more than five
months. Countries on the continents of South America
and Africa are the most affected by El Nino. These
episodes occur irregularly every 2-7 years. They reverse
normal climates. An example of El Nino in action is
when the warm water flows towards the Scouth American
coast. The absence of cold water upswelling sends the
fish population out to sea. This is due tc the fact that
fish follow the cool nuirient-rich water, The causes of El
Nino are stil not fully unders:cod by scientists.

No, his viewpoint was not that drastic, Kierkegaard
just thought that each person experfenced
a different version of the truth based an the
perspective from where they were standing. For
example, two men are looking at a glass of water.
One man says the glass of water Is half empty. The
other man says the glass is half full. Their opinions
seem to be conilicting. Are they? No, they are
both right. Zach man possesses his own truth.
Neither one is more right or meore wrong. Their
truths are simply subjective. This was a precursor
to the existertialist view that each person is alone
in thelr relationship with the rest of the universe.
This viewpaint, called the doctrine of Sclipsism,
has gotten a ot of criticism from other branches
of philosophy. It's accused of being selfish and
egoiistical,

The name of
the movement comes from Claude Meret's painting
Impression, Sunrise, The characteristics of this
movement are visible brushstrokes, light colors, open
composition, emphasis or. the changing gualities of
light, ordinary subject matier, and unusual visual angles.
The influence of this movement spread to music and
lterature.

Interestingly, it was a group of French realist landscape
painters called the Barbizon school whe directly led to
the impressionists. The realist nature scenes of John
Constable irfluenced a younger generation of painters
to abandon formalism and draw their inspiration directly
irom nalure. One of these painters, Jean Francois
Millet, extended the idea from landscapes to figures. He
depicted peasant figures, peasant [ife, and their work in
the fields. In his painting The Gleaners, Millet portrays
three peasant women working hard at the harves:. Thea
painiing depicis no drama and no story, simply three
women working hard.

Mow, cilass, | want to share with you my favorite
impressionistic painting. This is Georges Seurat’s
Sunday Afternoon on the Island of La Grande Jaite.
This incredibie painting simply depicts ali ditferent
people from different classes of society enjoying a
sunny afterncon in the park. If you look closely, you'll
see that all of the color is applied in points, or unmixed
dots, instead of brushstrokes. It allows the eye of the
viewer to blend the colors optically instead of having
them blended on the canvas. It took Seurat two years to
complete. It now hangs in the Art Institute of Chicago.

Okay, class, today | want o tell you about the process
of pollipation. Pollination is an important step in the
reproduction of seed plants. This is the name lor the
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transfer of pollen grains to the plant carpel. The carpel
is the structure that contains the ovule. The pollen
grains are the male gamete, and the ovule is the female
gamete. The receptive part of the carpel is called a
stigma in the flowers of angiosperms and a micropyle in
gymnosperms.

The study of poliination brings tagether many
disciplines, such as botany, horliculture, entomoiogy,
and ecclogy. Pollination is important in horticutlture
because most plant fruits will not develop if the ovules
are not fertilized. The pollination preccess as interaction
between flower and vector was first addressed in the
18" cenury by Christlan Konrad Sprengel.

The process of pollingtion reqUtires pollinators as agents
that carry or move the pollen grains from the anther o
the receptive part of the carpel. The various flower traits
that attract different pollinators are known as pollinator
syndromes.

One method of pellination common with plants is
entomophily, which is pollinaticn by insects, Bees,
wasps, butterflies, and fiies are just a few of the insecls
that usually take part in this process, Another method Is
caliec zoophily. This denotes pollination by vertebrates,
such as birds or bats. The hummingbird and the
honeyeater are helpful with this process.

Yet another method of pollination is anemophily, which
is by the wind. This is common with many types of
grasses and deciduous trees. In the case of aquatic
nlanis, pollination by water is called hydrophily. All
of these pollination processes are covered by two
categorics, biotic and abictic pollination, Biotic covers
pollination by arganisms, inciuding entomophily and
zoophily. This includes 80% of all pollination. Abiotic
pollination covers all types not carried out by other
organisms, inciuding anemophily and hydrophily. Of the
20% this covers, 98% is by wind and just 2% by water.
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Pollination is imporiant for the reproduction of sead
mants. Many plants will not develop if their ovules
are not fertilized. The process of pelination requires
pollinators to act as agents and carry pollen grains
from the anther to the carpel. Pollination can either
be carried out by biotic or abiatic means, Biotic refers
to poilinaticn by other living organisms. This often
includes hummingbirds, bees, and bats. Abiotic refers
o poliinaticn by natural means, such as wind or water.
Most pollination is bioiic.

Attention is the cognitive
process of selectively concentrating an one thing
while ignoring other things. One example is listening
carefully to what someone is saying while ignoring
other conversations in the room. This is called the
cocktail party effect. Attention can also be split,
sitch as when a person drives a car and talks on
a cell phone. Sometimes our attention shifts o
matters unrelated to the external environment. This
is referred to as mind wandering or "spontaneous
thought.”

W. But | was able to pat my head and rub my bely at
the same time. What does that mean abou: me?
M1: well, that means that you are capable of spiitting
your atention. That reminds rme of the most famous
definition of attention by cne of the first major

psychologists, Willlam James. He said, “Everyone
knows what attention is. It is lhe taking possession
by *he mind in clear and vivid form, of one out of
what seem to be several simultaneously possible
objects or trains of thought. !t Implies withdrawal
from some things in order to deal effectively with
others."

W: Hmm, that sounds interesting. But how is the action
of rubbing my belly and patting my head linked to
focusing my mind?

M1: Good question. It is linked because your cerebral
cartex controls your fine motor skills, which is what
these motions require.
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Coordinating the brain and nervous system to do two
different actions at the same time is called splitting
attention. Attention is the cognitive process of
selectivaly concentrating on one thing while ignoring
other things. Wililarm James was one of the first major
psychaicgists, He defined attention as “the taking
passession by the mind, in clear and vivid form, of cne
out of what seem to be several simultancous possible
objects or trains of thought.” The aitention of one's
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mind is linked to the cerebral cortex, which controls fine
motor skills.

1Public school system 216 years

Ckay, everyone, today I'm going to tell you about the
development of the American educational system,
The first American schools opened during the Colonial
Era. As the colonies began to develop, many began to
institute mandatory education schemes, \n 1642, the
Massachusetts Bay Coiony made “proper” education
compulsory. Similar statutes ware accepted in other
colonies in the 1640s and 1650s. Virtually all of the
schools that opened as a result of this were private.
Most of the universities which appeared between 1640
and 1750 form the coniemporary Ivy l.eague, Including
Harvard, Yale, Columbia, Brown, the University of
Pennsylvania, and several others, After the revolution,
an even heavier emphasis was put on education. This
rmade the United States have one of the highest literacy
rates of the time.

The school systems remained largely private and
unorganized unill the 1840s. Education reformers such
as Horace Mann of Massachuseatts began zalling for
public education systems for all. He helped to creale
a statewide system of “common schools,” which
referred to the belief that everyone was entitled to the
same comtent In education. These early efforts focused
orimarily on elementary education.

The common-school movement began to caich on.
By 1800, 31 states required 8-to-i4-year-olds to
attend school. In 1918, every state required students
te compleia elementary school. Lessons consisted
of siudents reading aloud from their texts, such as
the McGuffery AReaders, and emphasis was placed
on rote memorization, Teachers ofter used physical
punishments, such as hitting studenrts on the knuckles
with birch switches for incorrect answers.

Secondary educalion progressed much more slowly,
remaining the province of the affluent and domain of
private tutors, In 1870, only 2% of 14-i0-17-year-olds
graduated from high school, The introduction of strict
child laber laws and growing acceptance of higher
education in general in the early 20" century caused
the number of high schoo! graduazes to skyrocket.
Most states passed laws which increased ‘he age for
complulsory school attencance to 186.
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The first Amerjcan schools opéned during the colonial
era. After the Revoluiion, a heavier emphasis was
placed an education, School systems remained private
until the 1840s, Then educational reformers began
calling for public education systems. They believed
everyone was entitled {o the same content in education.
By 1900, 31 states required 8-to 14-year olds io attend
school.

The Marian atrmosphere is 95% carbon
dioxide, 3% nitrcgen and 1.6% argen. During the
winter months, the atmosphere gets so cold that it
condenses into thick slabs of dry ice.

But earlier, you said that it’s possible for life 1o exist
there. What xind of ife could live in that kind of
atrosphere?

suggests thal the planet was once significantly
more habitable than it is teday. But wheather living
organisms ever existed there is sili] an open
question, The Viking probe of the mid-1870s carried
experimeants designed to detect microorganisms
inn Martian soil and had some positive results. But
these were later disputed by many scientists.

Canals on tha
planet's surface Lhal were once believed Lo exist do not
But Mars is still the most likely place in the solar system,
besides Earth, to harbor licuid water and possibly life.
Mars has seasonal periods similar *o Earth’s, 3ut its
year is almost twice as long. The Martian atmosphere
contains cnly traces of oxygen. During the winter ’
months, the atmosphere gets so cold that it cendenses
into dry ice.

For example, a team of scientists
cbserved gorillas using toals in the wild, A female
gorilla, um, was recorded using a stick to gauge
the depth of water while crossing a swamp. A
second female was seen using a tree sitmp as &
bridge and also as a support while fishing in the
swamp. While this was the first such observation
for a gorilla, um, for over forty years chimpanzees
had been seen using tools in the wild, fishing for
termites.

M2: Are you serious? You can count those examples on
one hand. Surely, more cbservations are needed to
infer that apes and humans have similar cognitive
skills,

M1:Wel that’s true, and | agree, there have not
been encugh observations to make any valid
conclusions, and that's why several field studies are
currenily underway. But, let's not forget abolt the
studies we have discussed here. We should also be
realistic, um, with the numbers of studies available
sihce ii's not easy to study apes in the wild.

Yet,
each animal dees have a characieristic, frequency-
modulated, narrow-band signature whistle, which is
uniquely identifying. In this mode of communication,
um, dolphins de use about 30 distinguishable sounds.
However, many researchers scoff at the idez that this is
a form of dolphin language.
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Dolphins are considered one of the most intelligent
animal species on earth, This is because of their ability
to communicate by using a variety of clicks, whistles,
and other vocalizations.

While he was not afraid to risk physical harm, he, hmm,
never became vioient merely to seftle scores, Chandler's
treatment of the detective novel, um, exhibited a
continuing effort to develop the ar form. His first full
length book, The Big Sleep, was published when
Chancler was, um, 51 years old while his last, Playback,
when he was 70. Incidentally, al. seven of his novels
were produced in the last two decades of his life. | can
say that all of these novels maintain the integrity of
Philip Marlowe's character, but each novel has unique
cualities ol narralive tone, depth, and focus that set it
apart from the others.

Finally, and 1 just love reading this guy's work. Author
Mickey Spillane who created the fictional detective Mike
Hammer in the book, ), the Jury. Hammer is in many
ways the prototypica! “tough guy detective” since he
is brutally violent, ancd fueled by a, um, genuine rage
that never afflicts Chandler or Hammett's heroes, While
other detective heroes kind of bend the law, Hammer
helds it in total contempt, seeing it as notking more
than a means to an end. And, well, this is contrary to
Chandler's and Hammett's characters.

Contrary to popular belief,
polar bears don’t enter deep hibernation but enter a
staie of carnivore lethargy, um, which is another way
of saying they can still hunt while they are aimost
aslesp.

What | mean is they keep their body core temperature
at a nearly constant level regardiess of the temperature
of the surrounding environment: the outside climate.

Now, um, therc arc some advantages and
disadvantages to all of *his. The advantages ara
increased enzyme activity and z constant body
temperature, which allows warm-biceded animals to
be active in cold temperatures, A big disacvantage is
the, uh, need to maintain thermoregulation or, in other
words, hea! production, even cduring inactivity, othenvise
the organism will die. That's righl. It could mean life or
death.

Heat regulation 1s one of the most imporiant defense
mechanisms in a warm-blooded orgarism. Is everyone
following me? Sure? Great, so uh, for example, in
the winter, there may not be enough food to enable
an endotherm, for example, a hungry grizzly bear, to
keep its metabolic rate stable all day. Um, so some
animals, like our friend the grizzly, go into a controlled
state of hypathermia called hiberration, or torpor. This
deliberately lowers the body temperature to conserve
energy. Everyone still with me? Good. Now, in hot

weather, ke when you were at the heach last weekend
soaking up all those dangercus ultraviolet rays to
make ycurself look tan and pretty, endotherms expend
considerable energy to avoid overheating. They may
pant, sweat, lick, or seck shelter or water,
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Warm-bicoded animals are able to keep thair body
temperatures at a constart level. They use means such
as shivering and sweating to do this. Another term for
this termperzture control is endothermy. Endotherms
spend a great amount of energy o maintain body
temperature, and if they don’t, they could perish,
Advantages of this regulation are increased enzyme
activity and increased activity in cold weather situations.

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The Amazon River pulsates, surging once a yean
From November through May, the volume of the, uh,
rmainstream swells. For example, as stated in your tex:,
on June 1, 1889, the level of the river at Manaus, 902
miles from ke ocean, was 45 feet above low water,
nearly reaching the 1853 all-time high-water mark on
the flood gatge. Now, the Amazon's volume in that
maonth far exseeded the combined flow of the next sight
larges* rivers on Earih, a pretty exlraordinary staf if you
think about it, It does this by the end of every May, even
in years of normal flow, During the second half of the
year, this, um, regular flow diminishes, Al right, Uh, yes,
here it is in your ext, page 372. in November of 1890,
also around Manaus, stretches of white beaches and
sandbars were exposed to the sun for the first time In
living memory. The river hac fallen 50 feet to its lowest
level or record this century. The only cofficial studies
of the main stream flow were done In 1983 and 1964
which, uh, were years estimated as, uh, having less
thar average rainfall by the U.8. Geological Survey.
Measurements were made at Chidos, 600 miles inland,
where the Amazon squeezes through a single channel,
very narrow in comparisen, a [ittle more than a mile
wide. Findings gave the average minimum discharge
at 3 million cubic fest per second while the average
maximum reached 8.5 million.

For comparison, our own Mississippi River at Vicksbury
averages 520,000 cubic feet per second. It has been
stggested that the Amazon's average annual discharge




equals 20 percent of the total contineatal runoff of
all rivers on Earth. Note this does not mean *hat the
Amazon system holds one-fifth of the entire world's
freshwater, as some cther books have interpretad this
data. In fact, all the Amazonia's waterways hold less
than one ten-housandth of the world's fresh water,
mast of which, by the way, is locked up in polar ice.
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The Amazon River experiences & large surge about
once a year . This occurs between the months of
November and May. Some areas reported increases
in the waterline by as much as 40 to 50 feet in the
late *80s. During the other half of the year, *he water
recedes, exposing sandbars and beach-like white sand.
The average discharge of the river Is between 3 and 8.5
milion cubic feet per second. Finally, contrary to some
published accounts, the Amazon holds less than one
ten-thousandth of all the worid's freshwater.

Boiling
is the sasiesi and most complete while filiering mighl
not kill al! of the viruses, ledine is a chemical for killing
most pathogens in water, and sunlight, thaugh ‘me
consuming, is another valid aption.

The Amazon River Is a river in great flux most of the
yvear. It experiences a great increase in water lovel
each vear, typically betweesn the months of November
and May. In June, 1989, the water level rose o 45 Jeet
above the low level line, which nearly made It a record
reading. That same month the velume of the Amazon
was greater than the combined flow of the next 8 largest
rivers in the woarld, The only official studies of ~he river
capacily were done in ‘he mid 1960s. In comparison
to the Mississippi River in the U.S., the Amazen is a
monster even during low rainfall seasons.

And the
main role of these neurons is to process and transmit
information, In vertebrates, um, you all remember what 2
vertebrate is, right? Good. Now, in vertebrates, neurors
are found in the brain, the spinal cord, and in the nerves
and ganrglia of the perlphera! nervous system. In the
most basic of terms, the neuron is composed of a cel.

In the classical view
of the neuron, the cell body and dendritic tree receive
inputs from other neurons, and the axon transmits
outpul signals.

Everyone following me? Excellent. So, the way
neurons are able to do this is that they have the ability
io generate elecirical impulses. They zap specific
information through cornectors to other neurons in
what we scientists like to call a synaptic transmission.
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That's right! Neurons communicate with each cther
via synapses, where the axon of one cell touches the
dendrite of another. Synapses can be excitaiory or
inhibitory. That is, they produce or stop signals, and will
either increase or decrease activity in the target neuron.
With me? Great. Now, some neurons in your cerebellurm,
that large part of your brain which contrals many your
movements, can have over 1000 dendrite branches
which connect with thousands of other cells. And, um,
on the other hand, certain neurons might have orly cne
or two dendrites, each of which receives thousands of
synapses, Getting the picture now?

Further, the human brain has a huge number of neurcns
and an even huger number of synapses. Now listen
clesely to this. Each of 100 billien neurons has on
average 7,000 synaptic connections to other neurons,
Most aluthorities estimate that the brain of a three-year-
o.d child has abecut 1,000 trillion synapses. Of course,
uh, this number declines with age and stabilizes when
you are older, say in your early twenties, when the
number of synapses ranges from 100 to 500 ftrillion
synapses in mast adults,

Ragtime was the first truly American musical genre,




preceding jazz. It originated in African American musica!
communities, descended from the jigs and marches
p.ayed by all-black bards common in al: Northern cities
with black populations.

Well, ragtime began as dance music years before
being published as popular sheet music for piano.
Scott Joplin, the composer/pianist who was known as
the, ah, “King of Ragtime" called the effect “weird and
intoxicating.” By 1897, several important early rags were
published, and in 7889 Scott Joplin's Maplc Leaf Rag
was published. Now, some autharities corsider ragtime
to be a form of classical music. Additiorally, the name
swing later came to be applied to an early genre of jarz
that developed from ragtime. So we can see early on
that ragtime hac a great influcnce on rmusic in general
at that time.

Okay. Now, .et's get to its influence on the piano. To
start, the heyday of ragtime was before the widespread
availability of sound recording. Like ¢assical music, and
unlike jezz, classical ragtime was a writlen iradition,
being distributed in sheet music rather than through
recordings or by Imitation of live performances. Ragtime
music was also distributed via piano rclis for player
pianos.

Let’s talk about this piana roll. By definition, um, & piano
rall 1s the medium used to cperate the player pianao,
band/fairground organs, calliopes, and hand-cranked
organs and pige organs. Basicaly, a piano roll iz a rol|
of paper with holes punched in it. The positien and
length of the perforations determined the note playec
on the piano, Wel, the piang roll moves over a device
known as the “tracker bar’ which had 88 holes, um, or
one for each planc key. When a perforation passed over
the hole, the note sounds. Believe it or not, piana rolls
have been in con‘inuous mass production since arouncd
1897. 8o, even though a piaro roll was used to make a
plano play without an actual person playing, we must
remember that pianists actually created the music for
the piano rolls, Confused? | hope not. Lei's move on
then.

Another change was called the novelty piano, which
can be cansidered a pianistic cousin of Jjazz, and
this appeared around the same time as the pianc
rell. its originazors were maostly piano roll artists from
the Chicago area. Actually, the novelty piano was
developed as a vehicle to showcase the talents of “hese
professionals and was more often seld In the form of
recordings and piano rolls than as sheet music.
Anyways, novelty pianoc slow.y fell out of favor to, or
was absorbed into, the new orchestral styles as the
pilano maved off center stage and took a support

role, By, um, 1820, though, two new technologies had
appeared which zallowed the general public to hear
music as perfermed by skilled musiclans: the “hand-
played” piano roll and the phonograph record.

Now, the moest impoartant new form of actually playing
the piana in a live performance was called, ah,
stride piano, used primarily in fazz. The distinctive
sechnique originated in, um, Harlem, in or about 1819,
It was partially influerced by ragtime, which features
improvisation, blue notes, and swirg rhythms, The over
simplistic name “suide” comeas from the “striding” left-
hand movement, See how I'm doing it?7 As well, pedal
technique further varied the left-hand sound. Quite
frankly, stride piano is ore of the most difficult styles of
jazz plano playing because it <akes years to master and
is often confusad with other jazz pianc where the loft
hand alternates. Like this!

Ckay, on a firal note, a significant ragtime revival
occtrred in the 1950s, Ragtime styles of the past
were made available on records, and new rags were
compeosed, published, and recorded, A number of
popular recordings featured, um, "prepared pianos,”
simulating the sound of a plano in an old honkey tonx.
Se, as you can ses, wa still have portions of piane
ragtime music incorporated into the music we hear
today.

Hi, everyore, Okay. Today, | will leciure on some pretlty
strange plants. As a matier of fact, the plants we will
discuss are from the famiy Rafflesia, a parasitic plant.
So, without further delay, | will begin. The Rafflesia is a
genus of parasitic flowering plants. It contains, um...
16-19 species, ail found in southeastern Asia, let's
see, on *he Malay Peninsula, Borneo, Sumatra, West
Malaysia, and the Philippines. The flowers have no
leaves and hardly any stem, just a huge, speckled, five-
petal ilower with a diameter of up to 166 cm, and it

weigns up to 10 kg. Even the smallest species, um, R.
marilana, has 13-inch-diameter flowers. The flowers
smeil like rotling meat, so we get certain local names
for these plants which translate to, um, “corpse jlower”
or “meat flower.” The vile smell that the llower gives off
can sometimes attract {lies, which these plaris use as
a focd source, aAdditionally, it s parasitic on vines in the
genus Vitaceae, spreading its roots inside the vine,
Now, [et's talk about specific varieties of Raffiesia. U'll
begin with the Nepenthes rafflesiana, a species of
pitcher plant named after Stamford Raffles, the founder
of Singapore, This plant has a very wide distribution
covering, um, Borneo, Sumatra, Peninsular Malaysia,
and Sirgapore. N. rafflesiana is extremely variable with
numerous jorms and varisties. For exampie, in Borneo
alone, there are at least four distinct varieties. The most
impressive form, knownr as N. rafflesiana gigantea,
produces encrmous pitchers. These pitchers, or heavily
madified leaves, are used to capiure and Kill insect prey
for nutrients.

Well, like it or not, ali Nepenthes are, um, passive
carnivores. They are classified passive because they
have no moving parts, unlike their distant cousins the
Venus flytrap, an active carnivore, Okay... So the M.
rafflesiana kils by luring its prey into its, ah, pitchers,
whose peristomes secrete sweet-tasting nectar. Once
the insect is inside, it quickly finds the walls of the
pitcher too slippery to scale and, as you may expect,
drowns. Digestive enzymes relezsed by the plant into
the liquid break down the prey and, um, release soluble
nutrients, which are absorbed by the plant through
the walls of the pitcher. The carnivorous naiure of
Nepenthes Ts supposedly a consequence of, um, living
in nutrient-poor soils since the main melhod of nutrient
absorption in most plants, the root, is insufficlent in
these scils, so the plants have evolved other ways
to gain nutrients. Let's see, yes, finally, N. raftlesiana
enjoys hot, humid conditions most of the time, as found
in tropical jungle lowlands.

Okay, so far so good. The next plan? | will discuss is
the, um... where are my notes, ah, here we go, Rafflesia
arnoldii, another member of the genus Raffiesia. No!
anly is it the world's largest flower, but it is also one
of the most bizarre and improbable organisms on the
pianet, There are some plants with larger flowering
orgarns, for example, the Tilan Arum and Talipot, but
these are technically clusters of many flowers, Rafflesia
arnoldit is the largest, and you can take this to the hank,
bercause its flower attaing a diameter of nearly three feet
and can weigh up to, get this, 24 pounds!

Iv lives as a parasite on the Tetra Stigma vine, as its




host, which grows only in undisturbed rainforests. While
many parasites appear .ike normal plants, umn, Rafflesia
lacks any observabie leaves, roots, or even stems, and
ihis is whal makes il so strange. A jot like fungi, Rafflesta
individuals grow as thread-)lke strands of tissue
completely embedded within and in intimate contact
with surrounding host cel's from which, um, nutrients
and water are obtaired. The only part of Rafflesia that
is identifiable as disiinclly plant-like are lhe, ah, flowers,
athough even these are bizarre because they attain a
massive size and are usually recdish-brown and stink
of rotting flesh. The flower is pollinated by, uk, oh my
goodness, flies... which are attracted by its scent.
Hafflesia arnoldii is very rare and fairly hard to locate, |t
is especially difficult to see in flower because the bucs
take many months 1o develop, and the flower lasts for
just a few days.

W1: Good evening. Everyone ready? Okay. Tonight
we will discuss some of the details o7 the modern
printing process. | will begin with the changes in
the printing process iniroduced in the 19™ century.
First of all, cces anyore know the first step a
19™-century printer had to do in order to print
something?

W2: | haven't a clue.

W1: Well, make sure you take good notes then., Ckay,
the first step in the 18"™-ceniury printing process
was to create the typeset. Let me explain. By the
19" century, printers began using what we now call
the hot metal typeset. Hot metal typesetting 1s a
mezhod, um, of creating a relief printing surface by
injecting a molten metal alloy into a matrix.

M: Ma'am, | dont wan? to sound uninformed, but, ah,
what’s an aloy?

W1: You're kidding? Hmum. An alloy is simply a mixture
of metals to create a new metal, Anyways, this
alloy was typically an alloy of lead, tin, and a
small amount of antimony. The resulting lines
of type could range in size from 6 pt. to 24 pt.
It was pionsered by the companies Monotype
and Linotype in the late 19™ century, and their
typesetting machines dominated the industry for
the next century.

W2: You mean they were using this in the 20™ cenlury?

W1 Oh sure. Remember, computers weren't
commonplace in the printing industry until the
1980s. Anyways, moving along, the Linolype
machine uses a 90-character keyboard to create
an entire line of metal ‘ype at once. This allows
much faster printing than with the Gutenburg-
style system, um, in which operators placed down
cne letter at a time. The machine revolutionized

newspaper publishing, making it possikle for 2
rclatively small number of operators to set type for
many pages on a daily basis.

You mean this was the first new printing process
since Gutenburg?

Carrect. _et me explain how it works. This new
process was produced by Ottmar Mergentfaler in
1886. His Linotype machine was 2.1 meters tall.
First of all, a typesetter would put the letter molds
to be used to form a line on a page. Once an entire
line of molds was assembled, the machine poured
melten type metal, which is an alloy of lead, tin,
and antimony, into the stackec-up molds. This
produced a complete line of type in reverse, so it
wound read properly when used to transfer ink onto
paper. The lines of type were then assembled by
hand inc a page. Are we good so far?

You mean this was all done by hand?

Naturally. But the most difficult process was punch
cutting.

Well, what’s that?

Well, the cutting of letter punches was a highly-
skilled craft requiring much patience and practice.
The purnch-cutter began by, um, transferring the
oulline of a lelter design to one end of a metal bar.
Do you uncerstand?

Yeah, it sounds pretty basic.

Good., Okay, Next, the outer shape of the letter
aunch could be cut directly, but the internal curves
of a small ptinch were particularly difficult, as it was
necessary to cul deeg enough and siraight into
the metal. This was aimost never done with cutting
tocls, so they used what is called a counterpunch,
which is a type of punch used in ‘he cutting of
other punches,

: You mean they used a counterpunch to cut into the

letter purich?

Exactly. Of course, the counterpunch had io
be harder than the letter punch itself. This was
accomplished by heat tempering the counterpunch
and soliening the type punch. Once the punches
were read, um, a mold could then ba created from
:he punch by using the punch on a softer metal, like
copper, to create a matrix. Then, the type metal,
that alloy of lead, antimony, and tin, flowed into the
maztrix fo produce a single piece of type, ready for
typesetting. One characteristic of type metal that
makes it valuable {or this use is that it expands as
it cools, filling in any gaps present in the thinner
portions of letters. | hope | didn’t confuse anyone,
Does everyone get this?

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Could 1 get everyone tc place their chairs in a semi-
circle? That's it. Thank you. Taday, we wil discuss,
ah, method acting and its importance to theatrical
acting. Let me begin by giving you a definition
of method acting as well as a little background.
Ready? Okay. Mathod acting is an acting technique
in which actors try to replicate in real life the
emolional conditions under which the character
operates in an effort to creafe a lifelixe, realistic
performance. “The Method” *ypicaly refers to the
practice of actors drawing on their own emotions,
memories, and experiences to influence their
portrayals of characters.

Isn’t the method an American invention?

Not necessarily. “The Method”, as we will call i,
um, was popularized by Lee Strasberg at the Actars
Studio and the Group Theater in New York City in
the 1940s and 1950s. But, the method was derived
from “the Stanislavski System,” after Konstantin
Stanis:avski, who ploneered similar ideas in his
quest for "theatrical truth.” This was done through,
urm, fricndships with Russla's leading actors as
well ag his teachings, writings, and acting at the
Moscow Art Theater, founded in 1897. By the way,
this is very important. The systern is the result of
Stanislavski's many years of efforis to determine
how a, umm, how should | say this, how a human
being can control, in their performance, the most
intangible and uncontrollable aspects of human
behavior: things such as emotions and artistic
inspiration. Geez, that's a mouthfull Question?

Ah, you mean the Stanislavski System encouraged
actors to act naluraly?

Exactly! But there's more to it than that. The
Stanislavski System is a complex method for
producing, shall we say, realistic characters, and
most of today’'s actors, on stage, television, ancd
fiim, owe much {o it. By using “The System,” an
actor is reguired to, um, deeply analyze his or
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her character's moiivations. Stanislavski and his
sysiem are freqlently misunderstood. Faor instance,
often the system is confused with ‘he methed.

So, let me get this straight. The method is an
offsheot of the system, correct?

Yes, correct, But there is more to i, The method is
a.sc an outgrowth of the American theater scene
of the 1830s and 40s. This is when aciors and
direciors such as, let's see, Elia Kazan and Lee
Strasherg, for example, came across Sianislavsxi's
ideas through theatrica! ‘eachers like Sella Adler
She showed Strasherg Stanislavskd's system iceas,
and within two years, Strasberg was artistic director
of the Actors Studio and the Group Theater,
teaching his version of the Stanislavski System
ar the Method. Actors under his tutelage there
included Al Pacino, Marilyn Monroe, and Robert Je
Niro, fust to name a few of many. | hope that's clear
for everyone.

Got iil By the way, that's a pretty impressive fist of
actors!

Absolutelyl And since all of ihe above mentioned
actors are method actors, we can sece the
importance of method acting as related to theater
and movies,

Well, | don't get it. What makes a method actor
more important or better than an actor who hasn’t
studied Strasberg’s method?

Well, maybe a little more insight into the method is
needed here. In general, method acting combines
a careful consideration of the, um, psychclogical
motives of the character and some sort of personal
identification with and, in some cases, possibly
the reproduction of the character's emotioral
state Tn a realistic way, This precess can include,
ah, various ideclogies and practices such as
*as if," “substiiution,” "emcticral memary,” and
“preparation.” So, the difference betweer. 2a method
actor and a non-method acter would probably ke
the amount of preparation given for a particular
nart. Most method actors therefore would be
considerad lead actors.

Ckay. But how does the method impact a
perfcrmance? Can you give us a well known
example of an actor who has gone above the call
of duty to prepare for a pari?

Very well. There are so many examples of method
actors who have put their bedies and souls into the
characters that they are playing. Let's use Roberl
de Nirc as an example. Praised {or his commitment
to roles stemming from his background in method
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acting, De Niro gained 60 pounds and learned how
lo box lor his portrayal of Jake LaMotta in Raging
Bult, ground his teeth for Cape Fear, lived in Sicily
for The Godfathier Part If, and learned to p.ay the
saxaphone for New York, New York, He also put an
weight and shaved his hairline to play Al Capone
in The Untouchables. And how did de Nire's
preparation impact his performances? He won two
Academy Awards for doing it,
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
