OK, today we are going to talk about why it is not always a good idea for teenagers to play team sports for their
school. Uh ... first, you have probably heard that playing sports heips teens stay healthy, Actually, in many cases,
playing sports can be bad for a teen’s health. Many sports include weightlifting in their training programs. Doctors
have shown that teens should not lift weights because it can damage their bones, which are still growing.

For another thing, sports often lower the academic performance of students. [t is true that most school districts
have minimum grade levels that a student must meet in order to play sports, but those grade levels are very low. In
most areas, students only have to keep a C average to play sports. So, teen athletes often only work hard enough
to get Cs and then spend the rest of their time practicing for their sport instead of studying. A C average isn’t exactly
what you would call good academic performance, is it?

Finally, team sports often make the lives of student athletes more stressful. First of all, they are much busier
than other students, because they have to study and go to practice. In addition, student athletes often feel a lot of
pressure from their parents and coaches to do well in their sport. So, in general, student athietes often lead more

stressful lives than other students.

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You have probably heard people saying that we should switch to electric cars to reduce our usage of gasoline.
What I'd like to do today is show you why that might not be such a good idea.

OK, number one, electric cars are much better than they were in the past. Uh, they're faster and they can run
longer, but there is still one basic problem: there’s nowhere to recharge the battery in your car. You have to do that
at home. That means you can’t use an electric car for long trips. Until we have stations where you can recharge your

battery ... uh, kind of like the gas stations we have now, electric cars aren't really going to be a practical alternative to

gasoline-powered cars.
Second, switching to electric cars may help to reduce air pollution, but it will also cause new problems. If everyone

switches to electric cars, then America is going to have to produce a lot more electricity. And where are we going to

get that electricity? The only realistic way to produce that much electricity is to build a lot more nuclear power plants.
This also creates serious problems with pollution.

Finally, although people will no longer have to buy gas for their cars if we switch to electric cars, their electric bills are
going to increase greatly. So it's not really certain that electric cars will be any less expensive than gasoline-powered cars.
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
