How do schools adapt to a multicultural society? Countries around the

world face this issue as individual societies become globalized through
immigration. The traditional approach has been: let minorities and
immigrants adapt to the mainstream, native culture, including its school
curriculum, taught in the majority’s native language.

This works, but only when the multiculturalism is limited and localized.
When a society becomes multicultural beyond a certain point, strains start
to show, and difficult decisions must be made about education policies.
English, for example, was once the predominant language throughout the
country. Now, however, English has strong competition from Spanish, as

Hispanic immigration increases the country’s Spanish-speaking population.

Imagine that half the students in a district speak Spanish as their first
language and resist learning English. Should a curriculum in English be

imposed on them, or should schools have a separate curriculum in
Spanish? A middle course might be to try teaching in both languages at
once, but that would be problematic, to say the least.

This is a highly controversial issue in many school districts. Schools wish
the problem would go away, but it will not. On the contrary, it promises to
get worse and worse. As it does, a solution seems ever more distant. Add
cultural differences to the language controversy, and the prospects for

schools look even bleaker.

One controversial business practice of recent years has been “offshoring.”
Companies in developed countries, where labor is expensive, move
facilities, operations, and jobs offshore, to countries where labor costs are
comparatively small. As a result, workers in developed countries lose
employment. Displaced from work, the workers are upset and complain.
They argue that workers abroad have an unfair advantage because the
cost of living there is lower, so that people can afford to work for much
lower wages. For example, a company hires several engineers in India for
the cost of one engineer in the United States. This, workers in developed
countries claim, discriminates against them unfairly. They cannot help it
that they live where wages and living costs are high. Why should they
suffer for that reason?

Companies, however, can also cite “fairness” to defend offshoring.
Companies must make profits to survive. To do that, they need to

cut expenses as much as possible. Since wages are major expenditures, it
pays to hire people where labor is cheap. Moreover, foreign workers have
excellent skills. Engineers in India can do jobs as well as Americans can.
Would it be fair to companies if they were forced to hire expensive workers
in developed countries when workers abroad — who need the jobs just as
much — cost far less?

Both arguments, for offshoring and against it, are defensible. People
need jobs, but their employers must make profits to pay wages. There is
“fairness,” then, on both sides. The question is, whose definition of it

will prevail?

Although many congenital defects found in children are so minor that they go
unnoticed, others can be very serious. Among the most frequently seen are
congenital defects of the heart. More than 30 kinds of such heart defects in
children are known. Together, these abnormalities affect approximately
25,000 babies born each year in the United States, or about one in 120.

Many of these conditions result in problems with blood flow in or around the
heart. A newborn baby may turn blue because the body cannot get enough
oxygen through the blood. In other cases, however, defects are less apparent

and may take time to be detected and diagnosed. A child who is not gaining
weight normally several weeks after birth, for example, may have a heart
problem.

Early detection of congenital heart defects in children is, of course, important.
Many cases of congenital heart disease can be diagnosed using ultrasound
during pregnancy. Once a heart problem is diagnosed, various treatments
may be utilized. One approach is surgery. A child with a defective heart may
require an operation to correct the problem and ameliorate blood flow.
Medication may be prescribed. In short, a range of remedies, surgical and
otherwise, is available.
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Optical illusions occur when we perceive visual images that actually are
not as we perceive them to be. Other ways to express this are to say,
“What you see is not what you think you see,” or “You can't believe your
eyes."” In optical illusions, a perception does not conform to an objective
measurement. One of two lines may appear to be longer than the other,
even though measurement shows them to be exactly the same length.
Two colored areas in a picture may look lighter or darker than one
another, although they can be proven to have identical coloration. A
basketball seen in one setting may look much bigger in a different
setting, although the basketball is the same size in both cases.

How do optical illusions occur? Sometimes they are physiological in
character. In other words, they result from certain processes in our
bodies. An example is the spot that forms momentarily in your vision
after you see a flash of very bright light. The perception of a “green spo
immediately following the flash is an illusion produced as your eyes
adjust to a sudden, excessive stimulus.

More subtle and interesting are cognitive illusions. Here, the illusion
occurs as you interpret visual input in an incorrect or ambiguous way.
Maybe you have seen the famous picture of an animal that appears to be
either a rabbit or a duck, depending on how you interpret the image. The
animal’s head has two long extensions. In one interpretation, they
become the rabbit’s ears. In another interpretation, they become the
duck’s upper and lower bills. The actual image remains unchanged, but
cognitive illusion creates two different interpretations of it.
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Many people hope we can develop new technologies that make energy
available but do not harm the environment. Ideal sources of energy will 1

reverse damage that has been done to the environment, or at least prevent
more damage from happening. The reality is, however, that almost any and
every technology harms the environment. To illustrate, consider plans for
using hydrogen as fuel. It has been argued that we could eliminate pollution
created by the use of coal, oil, gas, or nuclear power if we changed to using
hydrogen as fuel instead.

In principle, hydrogen has advantages. Hydrogen is a clean fuel. That is, the
only product of burning hydrogen is ordinary water. Moreover, in the form

of water, hydrogen is everywhere already. Water covers most of the world’s
surface. To “mine” hydrogen, we need only separate the hydrogen atoms
from the oxygen atoms in water. After the hydrogen fuel is burned, the water
thus produced returns eventually to lakes, rivers, and seas. In theory, then,
we would never run out of hydrogen. It would be an inexhaustible fuel.

Arguments in favor of hydrogen fuel, however, ignore some major problems.
For example, hydrogen is not truly a clean fuel. Because the hydrogen and
oxygen atoms in water are bound together strongly, much energy is needed
to separate them and extract the hydrogen. That energy must have a source,
which probably would be coal, oil, gas, or nuclear energy. All those energy
sources create pollution. Therefore, it would be impossible to extract
hydrogen from water without releasing pollution too. That means that the
dream of perfectly “clean” hydrogen fuel is only a dream, and probably will
remain so.

Of course, all corporate contributions to schools require careful
planning. Donations made carelessly may do no one any good. In view of
the long-term payoff, however, corporations profit from helping schools,
just as schools have a strong interest in encouraging contributions from
corporations.

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Genetic modification of foods is not a new practice. It has been practiced for
thousands of years under the name of "selective breeding.” Animals and plants
were chosen because they had traits that humans found useful. Some animals
were larger and stronger than others, or they yielded more food, or they had
some other trait that humans valued. Therefore, they were bred because of
those traits. Individuals with those traits were brought together and allowed to
breed in the hope that their offspring would have the same traits in greater
measuic.

Much the same thing was done with plants. To produce bigger or sweeter fruit,
or grow more grain per unit of land, strains of plants were combined and
recombined to produce hybrids, or crossbreeds that had the desired traits in the
right combinations. All the while, however, biologists wondered: is there a more
direct and versatile way to change the traits of plants and animals? Could we

rewrite, so to speak, the heredity of organisms to make them serve our needs
better?

In the 20th century, genetic modification made such changes possible at last.

Now, it was possible to alter the genetic code without using the slow and
uncertain process of selective breeding. It even became possible to blend plants
and animals genetically: to insert animal genes into plants, for example, in order
to give the plants a certain trait they ordinarily would lack, such as resistance to
freezing. The result was a tremendous potential to change the very nature of

biology.

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For decades, the question has been debated: is human intelligence uniquely
human, or is it instead capable of being replicated artificially in a computer?
Could a computer be intelligent by human standards?

There was no consensus about the answer. To help resolve this uncertainty,
20th century British mathematician Alan Turing proposed what is now called
the “Turing test.” If a computer can imitate a human successfully (that is, if
the computer can demonstrate behavior indistinguishable from that of a
human), Turing suggested, then the machine is intelligent.

Here is how the Turing test would work in practice. Imagine a human
investigator arranges to communicate, through an interface using a computer
keyboard and monitor, with two other entities. One of the two entities is
another human. The second entity is a computer. The investigator asks
questions or submits other messages that require responses from the two
other entities. If the computer’s responses cannot be distinguished from the
human’s, then the investigator has to conclude that the computer is intelligent.

In that case, the computer qualifies as intelligent because it has passed itself
off, so to speak, as having a human intelligence.

What this assumes is that a simulation of intelligence is the same as actual
intelligence. Thus, a computer will have achieved consciousness since it will not
only have information but also be able to think about the information and
combine it in order to answer a question.

the percentage of the population over 65 years of age increases rapidly, many
societies are alarmed about the projected needs of this older generation and
uncertain how those needs can be met. Many elderly persons are beyond the
age where they can work for their own support, even when suitable jobs for
them are available (which is not always the case).

All right, we've all heard how genetic modification has great potential to change the nature of biology by
rewriting the genetic code of plants and animals. In principle, this would save a lot of time and effort now
spent on selective breeding, and would let plants and animals serve our needs better. But there are
several reasons to question all this.

First, things seldom actually work according to principle. They are much more complex than we can
imagine. Results will not always be what we expect. That is the case with practically everything else.
Should we expect that genetic modification will be any different?

Second, traits cannot just be added to an organism like options on a car. When you change a gene in an
organism, you actually change the whole organism in ways that you cannot always guess in advance.

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Can computers ever be conscious in the same way that humans are? That question has long been
debated by both scientists and philosophers. But | believe that the answer is quite simply no. But first let
me back up and define what | mean by “conscious.” While there is some debate, one way is to divide
consciousness into two categories — phenomenal consciousness and access consciousness.

What is phenomenal consciousness? Well, um, the word “phenomenal” gives you a clue. Itis our
experience of things, of phenomena. It is, for example, everything you perceive as you wait for a bus. It
includes the sight of cars, the sound of traffic, and the smell of exhaust. These are all phenomena. Your
experience of them is phenomenal consciousness. Computers will someday be able to achieve this level.

However, | don't think they will ever be able to achieve the other category. This is called access
consciousness. You may ask, access to what? Access consciousness means access to information. That
information may be what you perceive through phenomenal consciousness. Access consciousness also
includes information that we have learned already, as well as information we get by reflecting on things —
that is, thinking about them, evaluating them, and interpreting them.

This may sound surprising
considering all the news about the global increase in population, but just, uh, give me a second to explain.
While, yes, the global population is increasing, most of those increases are limited to poorer nations. Most
of the larger, wealthier nations have a declining population, which means that the average age of the
population is rising.

This increase in the age of the population has a number of effects on the country as a whole. The first is
political. Since older people tend to vote more regularly than younger people, politicians will do more for
them as a whole.

Let's look at criticisms of the concept of a counterculture. Yes, the concept can be, well, vague. Still, a
definition can be useful without being precise. One need not know the exact temperature outdoors to
know what somebody means by saying that today's weather is hot or cold. In like fashion, we can identify
countercultures without agreeing on their exact definition. Here is a short guide to identifying
countercultures.

First, does a social movement, lifestyle, or philosophy, or whatever, set off a strong negative reaction from
large numbers of people? Is it widely viewed with shock, astonishment or horror? If it does, then we may
call it a counterculture. If it does not do this, then it probably is not different or strong enough to be called
a counterculture. We might call it a fad, but nothing more than that.

Second, does the change we are looking at represent a sudden, dramatic shift from previous, traditional
beliefs and behaviors? This is not always easy to figure out. Sometimes, an old and highly traditional way
of thinking seems new and upsetting when someone simply expresses it in new and unfamiliar language.
The same goes for customs. In either case, however, a sudden and dramatic change must be involved.

Third, does the change in behavior last more than a few weeks or months? Does it survive in spite of
widespread disapproval? Then it is probably a counterculture rather than just a short-lived fad.

You see, then, that “counterculture” is indeed a valid concept, because it has certain general, if not
precisely defined, characteristics.

If you actually take the survey,
you are a rare breed; studies show that the vast majority of Internet users do not respond to surveys in
these situations.

Finally, online surveys are often inaccurate. You see, the online community is not really an accurate
reflection of society. There are large portions of the population that do not use the Internet. For example,
72% of 24-year-olds regularly access the Internet, but only about 23% of 65-year-olds do so. That means
that the elderly are not accurately represented in online surveys. You can see a similar trend in regard to
class, with fewer poor people having Internet access than wealthier individuals.

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Over the past few years, the National Park Service has begun to realize that the excessive fuel loads in
many national forests are the primary cause of the increasingly destructive forest fires that are hurting
many parts of the country. In order to address this issue, the National Park Service has initiated a number
of programs to reduce the fuel loads in national forests.

One such program involves intentionally setting small controlled fires. In this practice, small fires are set
and carefully controlled in order to burn away some of the fuel load in the forest. This practice has its
advantages and drawbacks. Under ideal circumstances, it allows the park service to reduce the fuel load
while using a minimum amount of physical labor.

Furthermore, in some areas where there are no roads, such as deep in the forest, this
approach is entirely impractical. Therefore, the park service must alternate its methods of reducing fuel
loads, using one or the other depending on which is more appropriate in a given situation.

We are going
to focus on the city-states of Ur and Kish, which arose in Mesopotamia, the area that is now the Middle
East.

Now, people had been living in Mesopotamia for thousands of years prior to the rise of these two city-states,
first as hunter-gatherers. But around 10,000 B.C., early humans in the area began to practice agriculture.
Now, this had a number of effects. First, an agricultural lifestyle provided a far greater food supply than
simple hunting and gathering, and as a result, the numbers of people began to grow in certain areas.

Another important result was that in order to practice agriculture, you needed to stay in one place. So now
you had various small groups of farmers living in the same area, and over time they began to develop a
common culture and religion. In fact, that is proven by the similarity of small religious statues found in
various sites around the area.

Okay, so there was this situation in which there were various small farming groups living in the same area
and sharing a common culture. Then around 8,000 B.C. the climate in Mesopotamia began to grow a bit
drier. The only way to continue practicing agriculture in the area was through irrigation, which required the
digging of huge ditches to carry water. This was too much work for any one farmer. So they were forced
to come together to solve this common problem, and eventually, the city-states of Ur and Kish grew out of
this cooperation.

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Some of you may have heard about recent discoveries suggesting that Christopher Columbus was not the first
to discover the New World and that it was, in fact, the Chinese who discovered the New World. If you examine
this theory carefully, however, you'll find it is highly unlikely. Let's look at some of this recent evidence, and I'll

show you why.

Supporters of the theory that the Chinese discovered America point to the stone anchors found off the
California coast. These anchors are of Chinese design, but they were not left there by the Chinese explorers
before the time of Columbus. They were actually left there by Chinese-American fishermen in the 1800s who
simply copied the anchor design of their Chinese ancestors. A chemical analysis of the stone anchors, which
shows that they were made of a type of stone found in California, but not in China, proves this fact.

The supposed “Chinese” lighthouse in New England is another piece of false evidence. While the structure
does vaguely resemble the design of a 13th century Chinese lighthouse, radiocarbon dating proves this to be
impossible, as the structure has been dated to the 1630s. The English were actively colonizing New England at
this time, and the structure was almost certainly built by these settlers.

Finally, the linguistic evidence pointing to a Chinese presence in the Americas is inconclusive. It is not
uncommon to find words that appear to be similar in two languages, even when the peoples who speak those
languages have had no contact at all. In all likelihood, the linguistic similarities between Native American words

and Chinese words are simply a coincidence.
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The professor says that it is very unlikely that the Chinese were the first foreigners to land in the Americas,
because the evidence in favor of this view is flawed. This directly contradicts the reading, which says there is
strong evidence that the Chinese were the first foreigners to reach the Americas.

The professor casts doubt on the reading by claiming that anchors of Chinese design found off the California
coast were left there by Chinese-American fishermen in the 1800s, not by Chinese explorers before Columbus,
as the reading argues.

The professor's statement that radiocarbon dating indicates a “Chinese" lighthouse found in New England was
actually built much later than the 13th century, almost certainly by the English, refutes the point made in the
reading that the lighthouse in New England is very similar to Chinese lighthouses built around 1200 A.D.

Despite what the reading claims, the professor says that linguistic evidence — specifically, Native American
words that appear to be of Chinese origin — does not really support the view that the Chinese had a presence
in the Americas. This is because it is common to find words that appear similar in two different languages, even
when the speakers of those languages had no contact at all.
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Okay, so continuing our discussion of air pollution, today we are going to talk about sulfur dioxide and its
effects. The air pollution caused by the release of sulfur dioxide gets a lot of attention, but when you actually
look at it, you'll see that sulfur dioxide is not even close to the most serious air pollution problem we face.

First, heavy concentrations of sulfur dioxide in the air do create smog and reduce visibility. However, this is not
as serious a problem as you may think. While smog doesn't look very nice, it does serve some useful purposes.
Because smog blocks sunlight, it also deflects heat. Therefore, a layer of smog can help reduce the effects of
global warming in some areas by deflecting some of the sun’s rays.

Another concern people often point out is the health problems caused by high concentrations of sulfur dioxide.
Now, I'm not going to sit here and tell you that sulfur dioxide is good for you, but for most healthy people it
doesn't pose a serious threat. The people who are most severely affected by sulfur dioxide buildup are those
who already have serious respiratory illnesses: the elderly, heavy smokers, or people with severe asthma, for
example. If you're in decent health, you don't have much to fear from sulfur dioxide.

Finally, while sulfur dioxide is responsible for some acid rain, nitrogen dioxide, which is produced in car
emissions, is much more of a problem. Sulfur dioxide can't even react with water unless nitrogen is present. So
without the presence of nitrogen dioxide in the atmosphere, there would be no acid rain, no matter how much
sulfur dioxide there was.
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The professor challenges the viewpoint expressed in the reading that sulfur dioxide is a very serious air
pollution problem, and gives several reasons for this difference of opinion.

The professor argues that smog is not as serious a problem as some people think. While it may not look good,
smog may actually reduce the effects of global warming by blocking sunlight. This would reduce heat buildup by
blocking the sun’s rays, which produce heat.

The professor opposes the view that sulfur dioxide is a major threat to health, which challenges the reading's
claim that air pollution causes many health problems and may even cause deaths during the summer. The
professor's argument is that most healthy people have nothing to fear from sulfur dioxide in the air because
pollution does the greatest harm to people who have health problems already, such as the elderly, heavy
smokers, and people with lung diseases like asthma.

Although the reading blames sulfur dioxide buildup in the air for acid rain, which has destructive effects on
buildings, plants and wildlife, the professor argues that the nitrogen dioxide released by car emissions is a
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much bigger problem. The professor places more importance on nitrogen dioxide because there would be no
acid rain without it, while the reading emphasizes harm from sulfuric acid formed by sulfur dioxide in the air.
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Today, we are going to talk about some of the changes that were put into place concerning U.S. energy policy
following the oil crisis of 1973. After the oil crisis, it was pretty obvious that the U.S. needed to do something
about its dependence on Middle Eastern oil.

One move the government made was to attempt to reduce the U.S. need for oil. There was a push for
automakers to begin making smaller, more fuel-efficient cars, and to expand public transportation systems
within cities so that Americans would drive less. More importantly, there was a huge expansion in the
construction of nuclear power plants. In 1973, oil provided 17% of the nation’s electricity. After the oil crisis,
however, there was a push to replace the nation’s oil-powered electrical plants with nuclear power plants.
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Today, oil contributes only a small percentage of the nation's total power generation, while nuclear power
supplies a little over 20% of the country's electricity.

Perhaps a more significant change was the creation of the Strategic Oil Reserve. The Strategic Oil Reserve interrupt tefolct
was a direct response to the experience of the ‘73 oil crisis. The idea was that the U.S. needed to keep some in tur::;ezirf:;oue-.
oil in reserve in case supplies were ever interrupted. To achieve this, the government constructed huge =
underground storage areas for oil, capable of holding about a billion barrels. The Strategic Oil Reserve serves

two purposes. First, it can help support the economy during a time of oil shortage, but its real purpose isto

ensure that there will be a sufficient supply of oil for the military in the event of a war.
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The professor discusses solutions to the energy crisis that affected the U.S. after the oil crisis in 1973. The affect uE Fot
professor suggests that the U.S. clearly had to do something about its need for oil from the Middle East. The function 7lsoict

crisis not only hurt the economy badly by leaving industries unable to function, but also harmed national
security by reducing military fuel supplies.
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The first solution discussed by the professor was an effort by government and industry to cut oil needs by
improving public transportation, having automakers build smaller cars with greater fuel efficiency, and building
more nuclear power plants. According to the professor, this cut the use of oil for power generation, so that oil is
now used for only a small percentage of power generation, compared to nuclear power, which supplies about
20 percent.

Another step mentioned by the professor was to create a Strategic Oil Reserve for use in case foreign supplies
of oil were interrupted again. The government made huge underground storage areas which hold about a billion
barrels. According to the lecture, this reserve could help support the economy in a future oil shortage and make
sure the U.S. military has enough oil in the event of war.
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If you look at HIV prevention programs around the world, you'll see that many of them have been complete
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failures so far. Thailand's HIV prevention program, however, has proved to be an exception. It has enjoyed a
good deal of success, and is now looked at as a model for other nations to follow. So what made Thailand's
HIV program so successful?

Task 1: Integrated Writing
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Animal rights groups often protest against any form of animal testing, and over the years there have been
increasing calls to ban animal testing altogether. Such calls, however, are both misguided and dangerous.

Contrary to what many people claim, animal testing is neither particularly cruel, nor is it unnecessary. Animal
testing is actually tightly regulated by the government. There are many laws designed to ensure that animals
are treated in a humane fashion and that they are not subjected to unnecessary suffering. Furthermore, before
a scientist can perform a test on animals, that scientist must submit a plan for the experiment to an ethics board
to ensure that the animals in the experiment will receive proper treatment.

Another point to bring up is that animal testing is still necessary. Only the most advanced supercomputers can
be used to run the programs designed to take the place of animal testing, and there are not nearly enough of
these supercomputers to test all the products that need testing.

Finally, despite what some people say, animal testing does accurately predict if a product will be safe for
human use. Do you realize that humans share over 98% of their DNA with frogs, and nearly 100% with
monkeys like chimpanzees? Pig hearts are so similar to human hearts that scientists think it may be possible to
put pig hearts into human patients who need transplants. So, clearly the claim that animals are too different
from humans for animal testing to be useful is incorrect.
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The professor casts doubt on the reading by claiming that the call to ban animal testing is both dangerous and
misguided. This directly contradicts the reading, which says that animal testing is neither ethical nor necessary.

First, the professor's statement that animal testing is not especially cruel or unnecessary challenges the
viewpoint expressed in the reading that such testing tortures and kills animals. In contrast to the reading, the
professor points out that there are laws to ensure humane treatment of animals, and animal testing is tightly
regulated by the government and supervised by an ethics board.

Finally, the Anasazi are widely criticized for their wasteful use of manpower. To be sure, transporting the logs timber =y
for their buildings did take a lot of energy, but that hadn't always been the case. When the Anasazi first started

constructing their large buildings, there were logs available nearby. Over time, the Anasazi cut down all the

trees, and they were forced to search farther away for timber. The point is that, by that time, the Anasazi had

already committed to these large buildings. Their whole social structure was based on living in them, so

stopping their construction wasn't really an option.
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The professor's statement that the Anasazi people did not really disappear refutes the statement made in the die out AUZsICH ARSI
reading that the Anasazi died out because of dry weather and poor use of manpower and energy. The

professor points out that their civilization failed and they had to move, but the Anasazi themselves did not die
out.
