The professor’s discussion about voluntary and involuntary organic functions in humans demonstrates the
functioning of the nervous system. First, the professor mentions that involuntary functions of organs are
separated from the voluntary functions. This is because involuntary functions are needed to stay alive, so people
don't have to constantly monitor actions like heartbeat, respiration, and salivation.

The professor’s discussion about ways to study for a chemistry exam relates to short term memory because
these ways help prevent the disappearance of information from short term memory, which stores a little
information for a short time. The professor begins by discussing how applying facts in repetitious exercises, like
constantly reviewing the periodic table, will retain information in the short term memory. This prevents the decay
of short term memory that isn't repeatedly applied. Second, the professor discusses how studying one piece of
information at a time will prevent confusion and forgetting facts, such as trying to study both elements and
chemical reactions at once.

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As we talk about seed plants today, we should note how plants with flowers have a reproductive advantage over
seed plants that don't have flowers. This advantage can be attributed to two features that only flowering plants
have: flowers and fruits. These two features increase flowering plants’ chances of getting fertilized and of
successfully spreading their seeds.

First, the flowers on these plants use animals to actively distribute their pollen. The color, scent, and shape of
these plants’ flowers attract bees, birds, and other animals that feed upon the nectar inside. While feeding on
the nectar, these animals rub against the flowers and get grains of pollen on their bodies. By rubbing against the
flowers, they also spread pollen from other plants as they move from flower to flower. This actively scatters
pollen grains among flowering plants, giving them more chances to fertilize their seeds.

Second, flowering plants grow fruits, and these help transport their seeds over a larger area. How does this
work? Again, it relies on animals. Any animal that feeds on fruits or nuts, like bears or monkeys, also consumes
the seeds of flowering plants. As the animals travel long distances from the plant, they drop seeds in their
excrement and scatter them over a wide distance around the plant. This dispersal increases the chances a seed
has of finding soil that can nurture it and eventually growing into an adult plant.

Let's take a look at sublimation, a psychological process in which a person redirects impulses like love or anger corruption aiing

For instance,
the medieval Italian poet Dante loved a woman named Beatrice, but she died before he could ever express his
love to her.

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Now, another source of motivation is activism, or the desire to improve society. For activist writers, motivation
would be caused by external forces, like, say, poor working conditions or government corruption. The writer
hopes to address these social, political, and economic troubles in order to make people aware of them and
perhaps even fix them. For instance, the modern American writer John Steinbeck, who wrote novels about the
troubles facing migrant workers in the United States. This helped raise concern among Americans, and the
government eventually tried to help these migrant workers.

SWareHEss oAl
First, there was direct advertisement. Eleven Speed Bicycles used direct advertisement to let people know

about their bicycles. This means that the company directly addressed people with information about their

products, such as the products’ prices and features. Some examples of the company's use of direct

advertisements were the television commercials and newspaper ads they would release about, oh, say, once a

month, just so people would at least be familiar with the products’ names and then maybe buy them.

Second, there was indirect advertisement. The bicycle company eventually began to use indirect advertisement

to help sell their bicycles. This kind of advertising is less obvious than direct advertising. Through indirect

advertising, the company made their bicycles visible without providing any specific details about them. For

instance, a television show once had an Eleven Speed Bicycle displayed in a character's garage because

Eleven Speed paid the show's producers to include it. This technique subtly raised viewers’ awareness of the

bikes Eleven Speed Bicycles manufactures.

These differences between the North and the South had
existed since the beginning of the United States, but they grew more divisive right before the war. For instance, the Southern states wanted to
create their own laws and be left alone by the federal government, whereas the Northern states wanted consistent federal laws for

all the states. Also, the South wanted to rely on agriculture as an economic system, whereas people in the North, where industry was the main
economic system, wanted to industrialize the South. Eventually, both sides felt that the only way to achieve their goals was through violent
force, and this is what started the Civil War.

According to the professor, growing opposition to slavery and cultural differences between the Northern and Southern states led to the American
Civil War by intensifying tensions that already existed between the North and South. First, Southern slavery grew more controversial and
became more strongly opposed in the Northern states as escaped slaves began to tell stories about the horrors they had endured in the South.
Many bloody revolts also occurred, making matters worse. Second, there were many cultural differences between the Northern and Southern
states that would drive them to fight. For instance, Southern states wanted their own laws, while Northern states wanted everyone to abide by
federal laws. Additionally, Southern states favored agriculture, while the North wanted to expand its industries to the South.

The professor’s discussion about women who get abused as both children and adults is an example of the concept of learned helplessness. In
the beginning of the lecture, the professor provides an example of a woman who suffered child abuse and marries an abusive husband. The
professor emphasizes that she doesn't defend herself or flee her husband, even though she's an adult with control. This ties into the idea that
learned helplessness causes people to view all situations as uncontrollable because they couldn’t control past unpleasant situations. Later on in
the lecture, the professor directly addresses learned helplessness by stating that the woman had no control as a child and eventually gave up
any hope of ending an abusive relationship, so she can't escape because she only knows victimization.

Okay, class, today we will discuss something that's always been a serious threat to agriculture: soil erosion. Soil erosion is the gradual
displacement of soil by natural forces. While soil erosion is responsible for many geological features on land, it has also destroyed fertile
farmland. So, how do agricultural communities try to prevent soil erosion? Well, most of them try two different methods: setting up physical
barriers and preserving vegetation.

First, setting up physical barriers can help prevent erosion. Physical barriers set up on farmland absorb or deflect natural agents of erosion,
like wind and water. For instance, some farmers plow ditches into their fields. These ditches funnel and catch extra water from rainstorms,
preventing extra runoff from washing away the soil. Not only does this prevent rainwater from washing away the soil, but it also helps water to
seep into the ground.

Second, preserving vegetation is another method farmers use to prevent erosion. See, plants act as a cover against heavy rainwater, and they
obstruct surface runoff, slowing down water that erodes the soil. Not only that, but the deep roots of plants also hold the soil in position,
preventing it from being washed away. This is why many agricultural communities reforest areas by planting new trees and protecting
grasslands from grazing animals, like cattle and sheep. Some farmers also use mulch, a mixture of grass, leaves, and other organic material
that acts as a protective barrier against wind and water. Not only does mulch deflect rainwater, but it also preserves moisture in the soil.

According to the lecture, physical barriers and preserving vegetation can prevent soil erosion by blocking rainwater that washes soil away and
by holding soil together. The professor first mentions that physical barriers like ditches both catch extra rainwater in grooves and allow water to
seep into the soil. Thus, many farmers plow ditches in their fields to funnel rainwater and prevent it from washing away the soil. The professor
then discusses the presence of vegetation. Plants cover the soil against rainwater and hold the soil together with deep roots, preventing
excessive erosion. People will plant new trees in forests, protect grasslands from grazing, and use organic mulch as a barrier for these reasons.
