Here's another example. A family is saving money to 
buy a new house, Suddenly, their car breaks down and 

requires several hundred doliars in repairs. However, 

the family refuses to take money out of their funds to 
buy the new house, so they don't repair the car. In their 

mind, getting the new house is more important than 

fixing the car. That's the mental accounting that they 

did.

W Professor: Humans have been building roads ever 
since ancient times, which has made them become 

parts of the landscape. But remember that roads are 
unnatural, so they can sometimes negatively affect a 
region's ecology. How so ... ? Well, let me tell you a 
couple of the many ways they can do this. 

Weeds, as you all know, are plants that grow 
aggressively and are unwanted because they 
outcompete desired plants, such as, uh, flowers and 
crops, for precious soil and water resources. However, 
motor vehicles of all types can act as carriers of weed 
seeds, so these vehicles unwittingly help spread 
weeds along road corridors. For instance, when you 
drive to the park, forest, or, uh, anywhere else for that 
matter, your vehicle picks up weed seeds. When you 
subsequently drive to a new location, the seeds fall off 
in various places and then start growing. In this way, 
road systems enable the spreading of weeds to places 
where they wouldn't normally be found. 

Roads can also serve as significant barriers to the 

movements of an·lmals. Many animals have long­
established movement patterns. For instance, they 
move when they migrate, when they search for 
breeding grounds, and when they look for food. 



But roads present animals with unnatural obstacles. 
Some species, like the pronghom, a large mammal 
that resembles a deer and lives in North America. are 
reluctant to cross roads or other manmade barriers. 
This may prevent them from reaching food sources 
or migrating. Ultimately, this inability to cross roads 
could cause the death by starvation of many animals. 
Additionally, animals like snakes, frogs, and porcupines 
have no problems crossing roads, but they often 
become victims of fast-moving traffic. And larger 
animals, such as deer, can even kill the drivers of 
vehicles when they get hit.

W Professor: Moving to a new country can be 

unsettling, For many, it takes a while to adapt to their 

new homes. However, over a period that can literally 

take years to occur, these immigrants finally manage to 
assimilate into their new country. 

There are several ways to do this. For instance, my 

cousin lived in Brazil for several years. While he was 

there, he got married. Then, he and his w ife moved 
back home. At first, she had a tough time adapting. 

But she relied heavily on her husband and other 

family members to teach her about the customs and 

traditions of her new country. She steadily improved her 
English ability and lost her accent. A lot of that was due 

to everyone in the family speaking with her. Now, she's 
assimilated so well that most people assume she's a 

native-born citizen. 

In other cases, people resort to actions. For instance, 

some immigrants have claimed that they assimilated 
into American culture by watChing television. That's 

right. They watched, um, various sitcoms and dramas, 
and that's how they learned American slang, customs, 
and ways to behave. A few people have credited 
shows like Sesame Street for helping them assimilate 
into the country. It's a rather unorthodox method, but it 

worked for some people I suppose.

M Professor: The loon is a species of bird that primarily 

lives in northern climates that are cold and have harsh 
weather. It gets most of its food frorn animals that live 

in the water. These include fish and crustaceans. To 
survive in such cold and wet conditions, loons need 

special protection, which they receive thanks to their 

feathers. Like most birds, loons have two main types 
of feathers: outer and inner feathers. Each serves a 

specific purpose. 

The loon's outer feathers cover, obviously, the outside 

of its body, and they give the bird its color and shape. 
The outer feathers can be both short and long, and 

they grow in the vane shape that's typical of most 
birds. They're mostly used for, um, f~ing, but they also 

provide a measure of protection for the loon. See, uh, 

the outer feathers are waterproof, so this keeps water 
from soaking the loon's inner feathers and skin when 
it's rainy or snowy. These feathers also act like a diver's

As for the inner feathers, they're smaller than the 
outer feathers. They're the feathers often referred to as 
"down." Down feathers are soft and fluffy and aren't 
rigid like the outer feathers.

W Professor: The natural environment contains 

numerous pathogens, most of which can cause us to 
become sick or harm us in various ways. Fortunately, 

however, the human body has a strong immune system 

that protects it from most pathogens. There are actually 
two parts to the human immune system. They are, 

uh, the outer immune system and the inner immune 
system. 

The outer immune system is comprised of two main 

parts. They're the skin and mucus. The skin covers 
most of the body and provides a, uh, a shell that 

prevents many pathogens from getting inside the body. 

While we might not realize it, our skin is constantly 
stopping pathogens from ga',n',ng access to our bodies. 

Mucus, meanwhile, is found in places where the body 

has orifices that expose the inner body to the outside 
world. For instance, mucus is found in the nose. Mucus 
traps pathogens until the body expels them, such as 

when a person sneezes or blows his nose. Mucus 

is also located throughout the respiratory system. 
It goes from the throat all the way down into the 

lungs. Everywhere in the body, mucus actively stops 

pathogens from making people sick. 

Nevertheless, pathogens frequently enter the body. 
When this happens, the second line of defense-the 

inner immune system-gets to work. First are white 
blood cells. They're like the body's soldiers. They find 
and fight pathogens anywhere in the body. Second, the 
digestive tract has many defenses against pathogens. 

These include high levels of acid and beneficial types of 
bacteria. Both of these can destroy pathogens.

W Professor: In cold northern climates, many animals 
have evolved to have fur on their bodies. This helps 

them survive in exceedingly cold weather. Some 

animals, such as the polar bear, maintain the same fur 
thickness and color all year round. Yet in places further 
south where the seasons and weather conditions differ, 

the fur of many animals changes in response to the 
varying conditions. Let me tell you the two main ways 

in which it changes. 

In winter, the fur on animals is much thicker than it 

is during the warmer summer months. After winter 
ends and spring arrives, many animals begin shedding. 

When animals shed, their fur starts to fall out and 

therefore becomes thinner. Shedding is common 
among mammals, particularly bears, rabbits, dogs, 

and cats. By shedding, animals rid themselves of extra 
fur, which could cause their bodies to overheat in hot 

summer conditions. Later, when fall arrives, their fur 
starts growing back more thickly. Thus, in winter, it's, 

uh, thick enough to protect them from the increasing 

cold. 

The second way in which animals' fur changes is that 

its color tends to vary depending upon the season. 

The rabbit is a perfect example of an animal whose 
fur changes colors along with the seasons. Rabbits 
are primary prey animals, uh, so many larger animals 

hunt it as a vital food source. In response, rabbits 
have evolved so that their fur changes color in winter 

and summer. During the summer, most rabbits have 
brown fur, which helps them blend in with the ground 

and trees. Yet in the winter, the fur of many rabbits 

changes to become white. This lets them more easily 
camouflage themselves in the snow .

W Professor: Next on our list of tropical plant families 

is the bromeliad family. You may already be a little 
familiar with them as, um, pineapples and urn plants 
are two of that family's most well -known members. 
Let's focus on the urn plant first. 

Urn plants are well adapted to the Brazilian rainforests 
in which they live. They don't require much sunlight 
to grow, and, in fact, exposure to bright sunl ight can 
scorch the leaves and ultimately kill the plant. Urn plants 
need some sunlight though. Don't misunderstand . So 
what some species of urn plants do is grow high up 
on the trunks of trees. This enables the urn plants to 
escape the rainforest floor, which is dark, and thereby 
gain access to a small amount of sunlight by being high 

above the ground. 

Now, uh, If you'll notice this picture of an urn plant, 
you' ll see that its center is shaped like a cup. What 
does it do . .. ? Well, that cup collects water. Most of 
the water collected comes from the rain, of which there 
is plenty in the rainforests where the urn plant grows. 
When the plant needs water for nourishment, it 's easily 
accessible in the cup that it has. Pretty convenient , 

huh?

M Professor: Playing is an integral part of all 
children's growth and development. Children play 
in many different ways. But childhood development 
specialists classify all types of playing into two groups. 
They are associative play and cooperative play. 

Associative play happens when children engage in 
an activity that has, hmm ... no direct purpose or 
goal. The children mayor may not use toys or other 
objects when they do this. They may play in groups or 
as individuals. There are no, uh, set rules or functions 
in this type of playing. It's free flowing, so the children 
basically do as they please and do anything that 
their imaginations come up with. Here's an example . 
Imagine, uh, two children in a sandbox with a couple 
of toy trucks. They're not building anything. They're 
just having fun, sitting, playing, and doing whatever 
comes to mind. This is associative play. Oh, this type 
of playing can be enjoyed by children of all ages once 
they acquire basic motor skills and cognitive abilities. 

Now, cooperative play is different in that it's, well, it's 
much more controlled and defined. It usually involves a 
set of rules and has a goal to be achieved. It requires 
the children to act together ... that is, to cooperate. In 
this type of playing, children learn to follow instructions, 
to get along with others, and to communicate with one 
another. Sports and board games are prime examples 
of activities that involve cooperative. play. Children 
usually begin this type of playing around the age of two 
once they develop the speech, motor, and cognitive 
skills required to engage in more complex cooperative 
activities.

to get the nourishment they require to survive. In the 
wild, numerous species of animals-both predators 

and prey-engage in group feeding. By group feeding, I 
mean that they act collaboratively to find a food source, 
to obtain the food, and then to consume it. 

Let me tell you about a predator first. I think we 

can use the lion as an example. Now, lions live in 
prides, which are groups that include males, females, 

and cubs. The pride works together to get food. For 

instance, when the lions are hunting, several search 

for prey. Once they determine a target, the lions run 
it down together. Many prey animals are faster than 
lions, so they can elude a single hunter. But they lack 
the stamina to avoid pursuit from several lions chasing 

it. Anyway, once the lions corner their prey, they kill it 
together, and then they all feed on the animal's carcass. 

Well, what about a prey animal? I think one good 
example is the deer. If you've ever spent time outdoors, 
you've probably noticed that deer typically live in 



groups of at least three or four. Deer are herbivores, 

so they eat plants. Here's how they do it safely: While 

some deer are foraging, others stand around watching 

for predators. If any kind of danger approaches, the 
deer standing guard notice it, and then all the deer 

flee together. Now, more importantly, the same deer 
don't always watch. They, uh, they rotate I guess you 

could say. This enables each deer to spend an optimal 
amount of time feeding while only having to be on 

guard for a short time .

M Professor: Virtually all plants have roots. Roots have 
two basic functions. The first is to extract water and 
nutrients from the soil while the second is to provide an 
anchor for the plant so that it doesn't get washed or 
blown away. Root systems usually grow underground 
and are the strongest part of the plant. Yet there are 
exceptions. 

Sometimes, the roots grow above the ground 
more than below it. These aboveground roots are 
called aerial roots. Plants usually develop aerial roots 
in wet areas such as swamps and coastal regions. 
Uh, mangrove trees are one plant with an aerial root 
system. Mangrove trees require aerial roots since they 
mainly grow in coastal areas with high levels of salinity 
in the water. Their aboveground roots help reduce the 
amount of salt water that the trees absorb. They also 
employ special methods which absorb gases from the 
atmosphere that the mangrove trees need to process 
nutrients. 

Maize, which is a type of corn, is another plant with 
a unique root system. Maize plants often grow rather 
high, so the plants require support as their stems, 
which are relatively thin and laden with corn, grow 
higher. Maize has an underground root system like that 
of most other plants. But a special type of root grows 
around the stem above the ground. These are brace 
roots. Many brace roots grow in a, uh, a ring around 
the stem. Then, they shoot down to the ground and 
brace themselves in the soil. In this way, they provide 
support for the stem as the plant grows higher .

M Professor: Now that we've discussed how birds 
migrate, let's look at how some sea creatures migrate. 
Interestingly, while sea creatures such as whales and 
turtles swim vast distances when they migrate, others 
merely change their depth in the water. We call this 
phenomenon vertical migration. 

One species that commonly engages in this behavior 
is zooplankton. Zooplankton is a tiny organism found 
throughout the world 's oceans. Many creatures 
feed on it, so it's crucial to the ocean ecosystem. 
Apparently, every day around dawn, zooplanktons 
descend, sometimes going hundreds of meters below 
the surface. At dusk, they then rise to the surface. 
Scientists aren't sure, but they theorize that the groups 
of zooplankton are moving to darker areas of the water 
to evade predators. 

Meanwhile, in the Arctic, another type of vertical 
migration takes place for some ocean creatures. During 
the summer months, glaciers tend to melt faster than 

normal. This creates a layer of fresh water near the top 
of the ocean in some places. Saltwater creatures must 
therefore migrate by descending below that layer since 
many of them cannot survive in fresh water. In this way, 
temperature changes result in the creatures migrating 
vertically.

W Professor: The Arctic is a relentless environment. 
There's a relative lack of food sources, and animals 

must also deal with the extremely cold temperatures. 
For animals to survive the severe weather conditions in 
the Arctic, their bodies have adapted in rnany ways. 

One crucial manner in which this has occurred is 

that animals have developed protective layers on their 
bodies. Most Arctic marnrnals-take the polar bear, 

for instance-have two layers of protection from the 

cold. The first is an inner layer of fat, and the second is 

an outer layer of fur. The fat and fur act like insulation 

as they keep out the cold while retaining the heat the 

body generates. Arctic birds have adapted sirnilarly. 
The ptarmigan lives in the northern latitudes of North 
America and Europe. Instead of fur, it grows thick 
feathers, even on its extremities. Additionally, it has 
layers of fat that keep it warm. 

The, uh, body shapes of animals are another 
important way in which Arctic animals manage to 
survive. Think about what many Arctic animals look like. 

Consider, um, the walrus, Arctic fox, and Arctic hare. 



They have squat, rounded bodies with short limbs 

and heads that are close to their bodies. What's the 

purpose of these compact bodies? Well, first, this body 
shape keeps the heat that the animals generate inside 

a smaller area, where it can more easily protect the 
animals' vital organs. Second, with a smaller external 

body surface, Arctic animals lose less heat through their 
extremities. You see, uh, if they had longer legs, arrns, 

and necks, their bodies would have larger surface 

areas, and they would lose more heat .

W Professor: One element crucial to the survival of 
many species is the ability to see properly. A simple 
examination of birds' eyes and the positions on their 
heads will easily demonstrate this. Birds have two 
types of eyes, which are determined based upon their 
positions on the birds' heads. 

Some birds have their eyes in the front of their heads 
so that they look straight forward like human eyes 
do. Birds with these eyes have two main advantages. 
The first is that they can see far distances, and the 
second is that they have greater depth perception. 
These benefits are useful for predatory birds such as 
owls, hawks, and eagles. In fact, all birds of prey have 
forward-positioned eyes. By being able 10 see far 
distances, they can spot prey while flying high in the 
sky. By having better depth perception, they can more 
easily judge the distance to their prey as they swoop 
down to make a kill. 

Yet the majority of birds have eyes on the sides of 
their heads. These are prey animals. The positioning 
of their eyes gives Ihem the ability to see a broader 
area around them, which lets them spot approaching 
danger more quickly. So, if a predator is coming from 
the side or even from behind, birds with side-positioned 
eyes are likely to spot them. Interestingly, these birds 
have problems seeing straight ahead. But birds have 
compensated for this by tilling their heads to the side 
and bobbing their heads back and forth. They do that 
in order to see straight ahead and therefore to be able 
to identify danger approaching from that direction.

Swamps and bogs are 
wetlands. These places have unique ecological systems 
in that both land and water animals dwell in them. Let 
me give you some examples of their diverse animal life. 

Believe it or not, some shark species lay their eggs 
in coastal wetlands. They lay their eggs in the shallow 
waters of these wetlands in order to protect their young 
from the dangers that lurk in the open ocean. The 
sharks frequently lay their eggs in tropical wetlands near 
the Atlantic Ocean. What they do is visit the wetlands 
during the spring and summer months and then lay 
their eggs. Later, the eggs hatch, and the baby sharks 
remain in the wetlands for some time while they feed in 
relative safety and grow stronger. Once they are more 
mature, they head out to live in the open ocean. 

Birds also utilize wetlands as places to feed and to 
take shelter. The sandpiper is one notable species that 
does these activities. In North America, sandpipers 
migrate south in the fall and north in the spring. Some 
species migrate up to 30,000 kilometers ...

W Professor: In nature, sometimes two different 

organisms engage in a relationship in which each 

benefits from the other. This is known as mutualism. We 

often see examples of mutualism occurring between 
plants and insects. For some reason, ants seem to 

engage in this behavior more than other insects. 

One example of mutualism involves the acacia ant 
and the acacia tree. An acacia tree has thick thorns 

that provide both shelter and nourishment for ants. 
You see, the ants live in the thorns, and they suck 

nectar from the thorns, which gives them food. In 

return, the ants provide an army of soldiers that 

protects that acacia tree from other insects and even 

large herbivores. Whenever an intruder approaches 
an acacia tree, the ants attack and drive it away. The 

ants also consume nearby vegetation. This eliminates 
competitors for sunlight, so the acacia tree gets more 

sun and therefore grows better. 

Another example of mutualism concerns the lemon 

ant, which lives in the Amazon Rainforest. The lemon 
ant lives in the Duroia hirsute tree. Lemon ants can 

make acid, which they use to destroy other types of 

vegetation living around the tree. This enables more 

Duroia hirsute trees to grow in that region. In some 

parts of the Amazon, the ants have been so successful 
that Duroia hirsute trees are the only plants growing. 

Scientists call these areas "devil's gardens" because 
the lemon ants have killed, well, they've killed all the 

other types of vegetation. These devil's gardens can 

become so large that dozens of trees and millions of 

ants live in them. Oh, yeah, and for the ants, the trees 
provide both shelter and nourishment. That's how the 

ants benefit.

However, for people who have bad habits and 
want to break them, psychologists often recommend 

using negative ideation. 

For instance, say that a person loves chocolate. 
This person eats chocolate virtually every day and can 

almost never get enough of it. However, the chocolate 

makes him gain weight and harms his teeth as well. He 
tries to quit eating chocolate but can 't. Finally, he starts 
to think of chocolate as mud. After all , who wants to 
eat mud? Well , every time he looks at chocolate, he 
thinks, "Yuck, it 's mud." Over time, he loses his desire 

for chocolate and even gets physically disgusted upon 

seeing it. 

This also works for people who drink too much 

alcohol. Imagine a woman who drinks too much and 
wants to stop this bad habit. If she uses negative 

ideation, she might be able to quit drinking. She could 
think of a taste she really dislikes . .. say, uh, licorice. If 

she imagines that all alcohol tastes like licorice, then 

she w ill get repulsed even by the thought of drinking 
a single drop of alcohol. Try doing that to break a bad 

habit you have. It might work.

M Professor: When companies are creating new 

products, they put considerable thought into the design 
of the product.

In the past, ketchup came in glass bottles. But the 
problem with these containers was that it was difficult 

to get the ketchup out. You had to shake the bottle 
really hard, and even then the ketchup might not come 

out. Or, uh, it would come out very quickly and in 
too great an amount. So, after years of dealing with 

customer complaints, ketchup companies redesigned 

their bottles. They switched to plastic bottles with 
narrow tops. This way, customers now can squeeze 

the ketchup out, and it flows evenly as well-neither 

too much nor too little. 

The second consideration is attractiveness. 

Containers are almost always designed to make them 
more appealing. For instance, designers make the 
containers colorful, they make them in various shapes, 

and they put nice designs on them. Take cookie 

containers as an example. Now, many cookies come 
in paper or plastic bags. But what about high-end 

cookies? You know, the really good ones. They're often 



packaged in tin boxes that have pictures on the outside 
which look quite nice. The boxes frequently have 
thematic pictures, such as for Christmas or Halloween. 
Many people use these boxes as decorations after they 
eat the cookies. This makes customers more likely to 
buy the products in the first place since they can get 
another use out of them .

W Professor: While lots of people prefer to avoid 
insects, this isn't true of other creatures. They, instead, 
tend to think of insects as tasty treats. Well, in order 
to avoid winding up in some other animal's stomach, 
insects have developed a number of defenses. We 
categorize most of them as physical defenses or 

chemical defenses. 

Insect physical defenses come in a variety of forms. 
One common defense some insects have is the ability 
to blend into their backgrounds. By this, I mean that 
some insects can be difficult for predators to see. 
Take the walking stick. As you can surmise from its 
name, it resembles a stick. When it's on a tree branch 
and not moving, many predators simply don't notice 
it. Another physical defense some insects have is the 
ability to survive when one of their legs is detached. A 
few grasshoppers have breaking points on their legs. 
So, if a predator grabs a grasshopper's leg, it simply 
detaches it and hops away as well as it can. 

As for chemical defenses, insects use these to deter 
or even attack predators. There are many different 
chemical defenses. The stinkbug is an insect that 
produces an awful-smelling chemical when it feels 
threatened. The smell is so intense that it drives 
predators away, thereby saving the stinkbug's life. 
other insects, meanwhile, have chemical toxins in their 
bodies that they use to defend themselves by attacking 
their enemies. For instance, bees, wasps, and hornets 

all have stingers that they use against others to inject 
these toxins. They sometimes use them to hunt with, 
but they often use their stingers when they are under 
attack by larger predators.

M Professor: The health of the soil is essential to the 
livelihood of most plants. After all, if the soil isn't 

healthy, then the plants can't grow. Important to soil 

health are moisture, compactness, and the ability to 

retain nutrients and water. Interestingly, animals play 
key roles in keeping the soil healthy. 

One tiny animal that's crucial to soil health is the 
earthworm. As an earthworm moves through the 
soil, it ingests soil and takes in decayed leaves and 
other organic matter as well. The earthworm uses 

the ingested soil to grind the organic matter. It later 
excretes the ingested soil and the remains of the 

organic material. In doing so, many crucial nutrients 

found in the organic material get broken down and 

enter the soil. Additionally, the soil that passes through 
the earthworm's body becomes sticky. This stickiness 

makes the soil compact, which allows for better soil 
cohesion and water retention. Finally, while tunneling 

through the soil, the earthworm creates tiny gaps that 
let air and water penetrate the soil. 

A larger animal that makes a big contribution to the 
health of the soil is the elephant. How so ... ? Well, 

a single elephant can consume a tremendous amount 

of vegetation every day. As this vegetation passes 

through the elephant's digestive system, it gets broken 
down. Later, the elephant deposits its body waste as 
manure. Some elephants may produce around one 

hundred kilograms of manure a day. This manure, 

when deposited into the soil, adds nutrients such as 
nitrogen. This can increase the productivity of the soil 

tremendously. That's why farmers have been placing 
animal manure in their fields for thousands of years.

M Professor: All animals, no matter how big or small, 

face the possibility of being attacked. Resultantly, 
they have developed a wide variety of defenses. We 
can categorize the measures they employ to protect 

themselves as either active or passive. 

Active defenses consist of ways in which animals can 
fight back against their attackers. Claws, sharp teeth, 

and horns are three such examples of active defenses. 

For instance, many species of bulls have horns that 

they use to gore their attackers. The rhinoceros also 

has a ferocious-looking horn in the middle of its head 
that it uses to fight animals that threaten or provoke it. 

And countless animals, including members of the cat 
family, wolves, faxes, and bears, employ their teeth and 
claws in fights. Due to these active defenses, animals 

don't always have to flee when they are attacked but 

may instead stand their ground and fight. 

Now, passive defenses are quite different. First and 

foremost is flight. Many animals-especially prey 

animals-flee at the first sign of danger, and some of 
them have, uh, remarkable speed that usually allows 
them to escape. Deer, antelopes, and gazelles come to 

mind when thinking about swift animals. A more unique 
passive defense is that some animals actually play 

dead. The opossum and grass snake are two animals 
that do that. What they do is, uh, when faced with a 

predator and no means of escape, they roll over on the 

ground and act like they're dead. Since many predators 
only eat animals that they themselves have killed, 

this can be an effective defense. When the predator 
departs, the anima! rises and makes its escape.

W Professor: Farmers often face the prospect of soil 
erosion. The loss of nutrient-rich topsoil can result in 
a devastating decline in the productivity of their fields. 
Excessive water, such as that caused by flooding, and 
strong winds are the major causes of soil erosion. Over 
the centuries, farmers have devised a large number 
of methods to prevent their valuable soil from being 
eroded. 

One thing that farmers have learned is that they 
can plant crops with deep root systems. When the 
roots of a plant grow, they provide something of an 
anchoring point for the soil. The roots prevent the soil 
from loosening. Loose soil is much easier for the wind 
to blow away. Instead, the roots help the soil form 
thick clumps, which are harder to erode. Tomatoes and

As the roots go deeper into the soil, the 
soil becomes more cohesive and thus more difficult to 
blow or wash away.

M Professor: One unusual environment in which 
some animals dwell is the land found in high mountain 

ranges. At high altitudes, animals must adapt to 

conditions such as high winds and cold weather. They 
must also be able to negotiate the rocky landscape in 

order to avoid predators or to run down prey. Here is 

how some do these things. 

High in the mountains, the wind can blow fiercely­

much harder and faster than near sea level. Thus many 

mountain animals have evolved by growing thick fur. 
The mountain goat, for instance, has a layer of outer 
fur that grows very thickly in the winter and then falls 

off when the animal sheds in the summer. This fur is 

crucial for a couple of reasons. First, let me remind you 
that snowfall in mountains is often measured in meters, 

not centimeters. And due to the wind, the temperature 

can feel like it's minus fifty or sixty below zero at times. 

Luckily for the mountain goat, its fur is thick enough to 

protect it from the elements such as snow and wind as 
well as cold temperatures. 

Another adaptation some mountain animals have 

is specialized legs. What I mean by that is that some 
animals have claws or hoofs that permit them to tread 

more easily on the rocky terrain. Bighorn sheep are 
one such animal. They have stronger legs and larger 

hoofs than other species of sheep. They require these 

stronger legs to help them climb up and down the 

mountains, which can be very steep. And they need 
large hoofs to enable them to avoid slipping and falling 
to their deaths. 
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
