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Disney Company, which inspired the creation of advertising icons such as Ronald McDonald and
his supporting characters. The theory behind this shift to child-targeted marketing was that it would
not only attract children but also their parents and grandparents as well. More importantly, it would
instill brand loyalty in them, which would persist throughout adulthood through nostalgic
associations to McDonald’s.

The 2004 documentary titled Super Size Me, directed by Morgan Spurlock, also criticizes
fast food. Spurlock’s focused on the health issue surrounding fast food. This film follows a period of
thirty days where Spurlock eats only fast food, three times a day, every day. The driving factor for
Spurlock’s investigation was the increasing spread of obesity throughout the U.S. At the beginning
of the film, Spurlock weighed 185 pounds; after thirty days of eating nothing but fast food, he gained
almost twenty-five pounds — an increase of thirteen percent of his body mass. Furthermore, he
experienced mood swings, headaches, depression, and nearly catastrophic liver damage.

Spreading misinformation is not punishable; in fact, in many ways, it seems unstoppable.

Therefore, the effects of leachates from
hybrid battery packs must also be considered in the total assessment of a hybrid car's affect on the
environment.

This contradicts, the reading passage, which suggests that hybrid cars are
cheaper to operator because drivers get some tax advantages, spend less money on gas, and often
are provided with free bridge tolls and parking.

In conclusion, the listening passage contradicts the reading passage.

Different countries have different reactions to genetically modified foods. There are two
policy areas surrounding genetically modified foods: firstly, the standards and regulations of testing
for food safety and secondly, the requirements for labeling genetically modified foods.

In the United States, for example, genetically modified foods are widely available. The Food
and Drug Administration assists companies in testing the safety of genetically modified foods, but
this process is voluntary. The labeling of genetically modified food is also voluntary. Recent surveys
have shown that Americans’ knowledge and interest in genetically modified foods are low, but that
they do not support banning new uses of technology. Instead, they seek an active role from
regulators to ensure that new products are safe. However, some activists groups in the U.S. clamor
for the labeling of genetically modified foods.

Other countries, such as those in the European Union, have a completely different attitude.
Citizens of these countries claim they have a right to know exactly what genetically modified
elements are in their food, and as such, these countries enforce strict labeling. To them, the risk of
genetically modified foods is still too great, and at one point, the European Union even enforced a
five year ban on all genetically modified food products. A partial cause of this fear of harmful foods
may be due to the food crises during the 1990s when European governments failed to prevent
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outbreaks of “mad cow” disease and foot and mouth disease. This may have caused Europeans to
distrust their governments’ abilities to ensure food safety.

Another technique is the group passing technique, where
each participant writes down an idea on a piece of paper before passing it clock-wise to the next
person who then adds his thoughts to the paper as well. This process is repeated until each person
gets back their original piece of paper.

When brainstorming is done individually, time is often an effective tool. An individual can
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revisit a brainstorm, done alone, and approach it with a slightly new perspective, repeating the
process as often as necessary. In this way, individual brainstorming is almost like group
brainstorming: it's collaboration with a person’s past, present, and future selves.

Click fraud occurs in pay per click advertising when a person, automated script, or
computer program imitates a legitimate user clicking on an ad, for the purpose of generating an
improper charge per click.

Instead of
using scripts, which fail to mimic true human behavior, they pay workers in low wage countries to sit
and click on ads. Such clicks can also emanate from computers infected by viruses, whose owners
are unaware.

Dieting has taken almost a 180-degree reversal in the past few decades, in terms of what
was acceptable, even healthy, to put into human bodies. Back in the 80s and 90s, the key to
healthy living was to eat foods as low in fat as possible. Fatty foods such as butter, fatty meat,
cheese, oil, and so on were deemed damaging, and people were encouraged to replace them with
healthier, non-fat foods such as noodles, lean meat, and breads.

However, when studies showed that fatty acids were in fact necessary to the human body
and that by cutting out fats and replacing them with carbohydrates, we were actually increasing
body fat, the trends in dieting reversed. In the late 90s, the Atkins diet, which dictated a decrease in
carbohydrate consumption, became popular. Now, instead of avoiding fats, people were told to
consume as much meat and cheese as they wanted, so long as they stayed away from
carbohydrates, such as those found in breads, sweets, and some fruits. Many people who have
only a superficial understanding of the Atkins diet interpret this as the perpetual exclusion of all
carbohydrates in their diet. Like in the previous two decades, people want the easy way out. They
believe, as long as they cut out carbohydrates from their diet, they will magically become healthy.
However, the Atkins Corporation filed for bankruptcy in 2005, and it remains to be seen which new
trend will take its place.
