Manners and politeness play a huge role in any society. Some sociologists claim that 

manners are evolution's solution to easing the stress of communal living, where many people 

are required to share the same space. For example, a person who says "pardon me" when 

passing through a crowd recognizes that he has invaded other peoples' space and regrets the 

necessity of doing so. In America especially, respecting "personal space" and not touching 

others without express permission or necessity is considered a sign of good breeding. 

However, other sociologists believe that manners and politeness transcend the mere 

physical realm. After all, the use of euphemisms in speech has no relation to physical space. 

Therefore, sociologists claim that manners may also ease the emotional stcess of communal 

living. By couching demands in question form -"Can you pass me the hammer?" instead of 

"Hand me that hammer!" - or hiding unpleasant things through indirect ambiguities, people 

give each other the illusion of emotional space in emotionally crowded environments, such as 

families, workplaces, or schools. 

However, because manners rely so heavily on society, manners change as society 

changes; that is, they change over time, geographical location, social class, occasion, and 

other such factors. What seems polite or kind in one environment can seem rude or shocking 

in another.

The French phrase, faux pas, which literally means ''false step", has been 

adopted into the English language to indicate a violation of accepted, although 

unwritten, social rules. Although "faux pas" is a French-turned-English term, the 

phenomenon it describes occurs in any culture, and ironically enough, what is 

considered good manners in one culture can be considered a faux pas in another. For 

example, in America, it's considered good manners to present a bottle of wine to the 

host when invited to someone's house for dinner. However, in France, this is 

considered demeaning as it suggests that the hosts are unable to provide their own 

wine. Another example is the handshake, which is a common greeting in many 

countries. In many African regions, a right-handed handshake is considered rude. In 

France, people prefer to greet others with kisses on the cheek instead of handshakes, 

which is an action many people would categorize as being overly familiar. 

Faux pas often reflect the collectively held social morals of a society. For 

example, in some countries, when someone sneezes, it's considered rude to 

acknowledge it happened, because the person who sneezed is most likely 

embarrassed to have spread germs. The polite thing to do is to pretend it did not 

happen, thereby diminishing the person's embarrassment. In other countries, 

strangers on a bus who hear a sneeze will immediately proclaim "bless you". To them, 

it would be rude not to wish good health to someone who might be sick.

A l t h o u g h  they evolve and change as society changes, personality tests 

have been around for centuries. Their longevity proves that people find them 

important. The first recorded personality test that historians know about is that of the 

Greek philosopher and physician Hippocrates. He based individuals' personalities on 

the different amount of four body fluids, which he called "humors," that they 

possessed. He used his assessments to treat illnesses. Later, the Greek physician 

Galen elaborated upon the model by linking the type of body fluids with a certain 

type of temperament. Years later, German philosopher Immanuel Kant popularized 

personality tests by organizing the constructs along the two axes of feelings and 

activity. 

As psychology became a more accepted form of study, personality tests 



began to be more refined. Swiss psychologist Carl Jung categorized mental 

functioning into four categories: sensing, intuition, thinking, and feeling. Aloag with 

this, he also created formal tests, in which patients' answers to questions helped 

pinpoint their personalities. These were later further developed, an example d which 

is the Woodworth Personal Data Sheet, first used in 1919 to help the United States 

Army screen out recruits who might be susceptible to shell shock. In 1942, the 

Minnesota Multiphasic Personality Inventory was developed as an aid in assessing 

psychopathology in a clinical study. However, more recently, many psychologists 

have dismissed the idea of personality because most behavior is context specific and 

have replaced it with the idea of motivation by preferences. Even so, a surfeit of 

amateur personality tests - revealing everything from what color a person's aura is to 

what kind of relationship partner they should seek - can be found online, proving that 

the fascination with analyzing self is still a relevant issue.

For example, in 1993, 

a corporation developed a soybean variety with an added gene from the Brazil nut, 

which they later discovered could cause allergic reactions in humans. The corporation 

responded by discontinuing further development of the soybean and having all 

material related to the soybeans destroyed. While this study indicates the possible 

risks of genetically modified foods, some say that it establishes the commitment the 

developmental community has toward consumer safety as well as the competence of 

current safeguards. It is currently unclear what safeguards are necessary or enough to 

ensure human safety as well as whether the advantages of genetically modified fn-4 

outweigh the risks.

I n recent years, gas prices have increased at a level not proportional to 
regular interest rates. Some people and news agencies argue that labor strikes, 

hurricane threats to oil platform, f i e  and terrorist threats at refineries, and other 

general problems are responsible for the higher gas prices. Critics argue that these 

problems do periodically push prices higher but that they are not long term enough to 

cause the large jump in gas price. A more fundamental problem, they argue, is the fact 

that there is a limited amount of fossil fuels available. As the world becomes more 

industrialized, what remains will be more difficult to obtain, since the easiest oil wells 

have been tapped already and few other resources remain. 

Others believe that the price of oil is almost entirely speculative and that the 

increase in gas price is due to oil speculation extending into the long term. These 



people argue that speculators foresee increasing demand, decreasing supply, or both, 

leading to a long term increase in the price of oil, hence forming a price bubble for 

gas prices. E 
Still others suggest that the main issue is a lack of energy efficiency in the 

industry. They claim that too much energy is being wasted in factories, homes, and 

transportation. In any case, it seems that the high demand for oil coupled with the low 

supply manifests itself in multiple possible ways to result in higher gas prices.

This form of pay per click is used most 

prominently on search engines. Product pay per click engines let advertisers insert 

their entire product database into the engine. When a user searches for a product, the 

links to the different advertisers for that particular product appear, with more 



prominence given to advertisers who pay more, but allowing the user to sort the list 

by product price and other features. This form of pay per click is used on websites 

that specialize in comparing prices on different products. Service pay per click 

engines are similar to product pay per click engines, except they compare services 

instead of merchandise. 

The success of a pay per click advertisement is measured by its click-through 

rate, which is obtained by dividing the number of users who clicked on an ad by the 

number of times the ad was delivered. Dierent types of ads have different click- 

through rates.

Alternately, the prevalence of fad diets has created the illusion that participating in a 

fad diet is the only way to become healthy. In fact, what many people need most is to 

eat more well-balanced meals or to exercise more often. However, "cutting the carbs" 

seems to them an easier approach to becoming healthy than the hard work it takes to 

plan meals or exercise regularly.

P l a s t i c  surgery is a general term for treatment to change the body for 

functional or aesthetic reasons and spans back to the ancient world. The Romans were 

able to perform simple techniques such as repairing damaged ears. Physicians in 

ancient India were utilizing skin grafts for reconstructive work and using a portion of 

the forehead for nose reconstruction. These ancient techniques were elaborated upon 

and adopted into the two broad fields used to categorize plastic surgery today: 

reconstructive surgery and cosmetic surgery. Both have benefits. 

Reconstructive surgery focuses on undoing or masking destructive effects of 

trauma, surgery, or disease and began to be utilized heavily after World War I, when 

patients with survivable but disfiguring injuries required treatment. Other people who 

receive reconstructive plastic surgery are bum survivors or people who have had a 
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tumor removed from their head or neck regions. The benefits of reconstructive 

surgery are immeasurable: after undergoing an emotionally straining event, such as a 

fire, these people are probably relieved that they do not have to live with the stress of 

disfiguring scars. Hence, reconstructive surgery serves as an emotional balm. 

In the same way, cosmetic surgery allows people who are dissatisfied with 

one or two things about themselves a means to change themselves for the better. For 

example, a person who has been consistently mocked all his life for having a large 

nose might find comfort in being able to change his nose to a more reasonable size. 

Thus, cosmetic surgery enables people to restore their self-confidence.
